Cheques are to be made payable to 
Vernon and District Kennel Club (VDKC). All fees are to be paid in 
Canadian funds. American cheques will be accepted but in the full 
amount of the entry and not discounted. We suggest it be paid by 
Postal or bank money order in Canadian funds. AMERICAN 
CHEQUES CAN BE ACCEPTED PLEASE E-MAIL FOR 
INSTRUCTIONS. 
•        ALL ENTRIES will be accepted until the official closing date, 
even though advertised limit has been reached. In accordance with 
the Tracking Test Regulations: When the advertised limit has been 
reached, all remaining entries shall be assigned a position on an 
alternate list in the order received. Alternates not successful will 
receive a full refund of fees within 10 days of the test. A refund of 
entry fees will also be given to any confirmed entry that does not 
participate in the test, provided that the test Superintendent is 
notified prior to the day of the test and provided that an alternate 
entry participates in the test as a result of the withdrawal. (Refer 
Rule 6.1.19) 
•        ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS will be E-mailed by the test 
superintendent as entries arrive. Should such an Acknowledgment 
not be received by the exhibitor within a reasonable time, please feel 
free to e-mail victoria@cnx.net or call 250-546-0525.

The first track 
will be run as soon thereafter as it has aged the proper length of time 
UTDs will be run first each day, followed by the UTDX.  

  
•        BITCHES IN SEASON  may run but only at the end, subject to 
the provisions set forth in the CKC tracking regulations . Please 
inform the superintendent  just prior to the draw if this affects you.

•        INDIGNITIES it shall be the duty and obligation of the test-
giving club to see the judge, club official, volunteer, or any 
participant at an event held under these rules, is not subject to 
indignities of any kind. The Tracking Test Committee Chair shall 
promptly report to CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the 
Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take such action as 
it sees fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred. A 
copy of this regulation shall be prominently placed in every 
premium list and catalogue.
