ion.

(c) Junior Open Class This class is for handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition up
to the date of their 11th birthday who have won 6 first places with competition.

(d) Intermediate Novice Class This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the
competition up to the date of their 15th birthday who have not won 6 first places in the same class
with competition.

(e) Intermediate Open Class This class is for handlers 11 years of age on the date of the
competition up to the date of their 15th birthday who have won 6 first places with competition and
for any handler who has progressed through the Junior Open level and feels that he has enough
experience to compete at this level.

f) Senior Novice Class This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the competition up to the
ate of their 18th birthday who have not won 6 first placés with competition in this class. Handlers
from the Intermediate levels progress to this class.

ég) Senior Open Class This class is for handlers 15 years of age on the competition up to the

ate of their 18th birthday who have won 6 first %Iaces with competition in the Senior Novice
Class, and for an% handlér who has progressed through the intermediate Open level and feels
that he has enough experience to compete at this level.

Head Office on the appropriate form for a Junior Handling Number within 30 days of
competing in their first Junior Handling event. This Junior Handling Number will be
used by the Junior Handler for the duration of their Junior Handling career. If a Junior
Handling number is not obtained, Junior Handling points earned will not be tracked.”

The Application For Junior Handler Number is posted on the CKC website under the
Events tab, and then Under Event Forms, Exhibitor, or Event Supplies, Junior Han-
dling. The application can be mailed, faxed, or e-mailed to CKC Head Office and there
is no fee.

No one shall have any claim or re-
course against the Club holding the show or any official connected therewith for refusal of
an entry.

The Show-giving Club will exercise due care and diligence for the welfare of the dogs and
exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of an accident,
or other misfortune, to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct of their animals while they are on the Show
Grounds. Exhibitors are responsible for their equipment and possessions.

Dogs must be ready for judging. The club will not be responsible for and not obligated to
provide any service for notifying owners or agent of breed or class judging. NO RING WILL
BE HELD UP WAITING FOR EXHIBITORS OR HANDLERS.

For the benefit of the health of animals, the pleasure of exhibitors and spectators we insist
upon keeping the show grounds as clean as possible.

Telephone and telegraph entries cannot be ac-
cepted. Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs re-
gardless of how or by whom the entries were made.

3. There is no refund for duplicate cheques. Every effort will be made to find
all duplicate entries, however if the entry has been processed and ap-
pears in the official catalogue, no refund will be made

4. Substitutions or cancellations of any entry after the closing date is prohib-
ited. Moving Class Dogs to Specials is permitted up to one hour before
the start of the show.
