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Information for US Exhibitors on entering Canada 
 
• To enter Canada from the States, US Citizens must show proof of identity; however as of June 1, 2009, to 
enter back into the United States, all US Citizens age 16 or older must have a valid Passport or Approved 
Secure Travel Document. 
 
• Please be aware that all dogs must have a valid rabies certificate to cross the border. A valid rabies 
vaccination that has been given at least 30 days prior to entry into Canada is required to bring a dog into this 
country. Government regulations require a rabies vaccination certificate be provided for each dog. NOTE: Dogs 
less than three months of age do not require rabies vaccination.
