The Chase Ability Program provides purebred and mixed-breed dogs with
the opportunity to compete and earn a title in a field event that all dogs are
capable of performing. Dogs shall run as singles ONLY and are required to
complete their course with enthusiasm and without interruption. The Chase
Ability Program is a pass/fail event. The Judge’s decision is final.

ELIGIBLE DOGS: purebred or mixed-breed dogs must be at least 12 months
of age that are:

(a) Individually registered with the CKC,

(b) Have an Event Registration Number (ERN),

(c) Have a Performance Event Number (PEN),

(d) Eligible for registration with the CKC, or

(e) Have a Miscellaneous Certificate Number (MCN) if it belongs to a CKC
listed breed

(f) Have a Canine Companion number (CCN) if it is a mixed-breed

Females in season may not enter.

300 YARD COURSE: for dogs shorter than 12 inches at the withers or
brachycephalic (flat-faced) dogs.

600 YARD COURSE: for all dogs not eligible to run the short distance.

Dogs may wear a catch collar that is free of any item which may become
entangled in the line. Prong or electronic collars are NOT permitted. The
collar should be snug to minimize the changes of getting hung-up on the line
during the run.

The course plan will be posted on the day of the event.
Course will be reversed for the second test.
