TOYS IN THE RING WILL BE ALLOWED AT THIS TRIAL AND DOGS WILL RUN AT
THEIR REGULAR PLACE IN THE RUN ORDER - NOT AT THE END OF THE CLASS.
Toys may be brought into the arena for training purposes. These toys may not
involve food or treats of any kind, may not make noise, or may not leave parts
behind. It is permitted to toss a toy a SHORT distance but remember that the dog
aggression rules are in effect for dogs who leave the ring to retrieve a toy. Upon
entering the ring, handlers must declare to the judge that they have a toy. They
will be immediately eliminated whether or not the toy is used and will have the
specified time for training in the ring. If handlers bring a toy in the ring without

declaring it, they will be asked to leave immediately.

Covid 19 Guidelines and Restrictions in place at the
time of the trial will be followed.

The trial will be one ring, 80’ x 120’, indoor on sand. Equipment may include
the following: Dog walk, A-Frame (set at 5’3”), Teeter-totter, Open tunnel,
Weave poles (24” spacing), Tire jump (displaceable), winged and non-
winged jumps.

Friday Regular 1 & 2, (EE, OO, NN) Saturday: Jumpers 1 & 2, (EE, 00, NN) Gamblers
1, (EON) Regular 3 & 4, (EE, 00, NN) Gamblers 2 (EON). Sunday: Gamblers 3 (EON),
Regular 5 & 6, (EEOONN), Gamblers 4, (EON). Jumpers 3 & 4 (EE, 00, NN).

All events run Elite (E), Open (0), and Novice (N) order.

Start time Friday is 5:00 pm. Saturday and Sunday start time is 8:00 am.

Dogs entered in FEO may jump at a lower height than their regular jump height. No
points towards titles or HIT will be earned in FEO.

NOTICE TO AGILITY COMPETITORS

Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are
knowledgeable of ASCA® rules and regulations, and agree to abide by all rules
in effect at the time of this trial.

This trial is sanctioned by the Australian Shepherd Club of America (ASCA®) with
the Australian Shepherd Club of British Columbia (ASC of BC) as the sponsor club.
Exhibitors through submission of their entry acknowledge that they are
knowledgeable of ASCA® rules and regulations, including the following rules
regarding entry.

o  All healthy, trained dogs over eighteen (18) months of age are eligible to
compete in ASCA® agility trials.

o The handlers should always conduct themselves in a sportsman-like
fashion.

o Bitches in heat; lame or blind dogs are ineligible for entry.

o Any dog that demonstrates aggression towards any person or any dog,
whether inside the ring or outside the ring, must be excused from the agility
trial. Any dog, which the judge feels, is not in enough control to perform all
obstacles in a safe manner will be excused from the agility trial.

I (we) further agree that when my dog(s) are left unattended, they will be
secured in a crate or x-pen. Owners/Handlers whose dogs are tethered or
improperly secured will not be allowed on the show grounds.

No collars, leads, food, toys, clickers, or other aids or devices shall be
permitted on the course or within ten (10) feet of the ring entrance at any
time. The only exception to this is leading your dog to the start on lead, and
then handing the lead to a steward. All dogs should be on a leash when not
competing.

Safety shall always be the foremost consideration in actions and conduct by
handlers at all times.

No entry shall be accepted from a dog or handler disqualified from the
ASCA® agility program; a dog or handler disqualified from all ASCA®
programs; or a member not in good standing with ASCA®.

The sponsoring clubs will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any
dog exhibited, or for the possessions of any exhibitor the result be accident
or other cause. It is distinctly understood that every dog at this event is in
the care and control of his owner or handler during the entire time the dog
is on the show premises.

Participation is a privilege afforded by the Host Club and may be extended
or withdrawn by the Host Club’s trial committee on suitable cause only.
Refusal of such entries will be reported to ASCA®.

There will be no refunds in the event that a dog or handler is dismissed from
competition regardless of the reason.

A 100% refund will be given for any request received prior to the closing
date. Requests for a refund of entry fees after the closing date, up to the day
before the trial, will be honoured less any expenses incurred by ASC of BC,
and will be issued for the following reasons: bitches in heat, dogs injured or
ill (with verification from vet on request).

Cheques not honoured by the bank do not constitute a valid entry fee. There
will be a $40.00 service charge for bank returned cheques.

The Veterans Division is open to any dog age seven (7) or older. Dogs
entered in the Veterans Division classes will jump 4” lower than their
regular jump height.

Current Jump Height Table, Breed Exemption List, description of classes,
levels and divisions are included in the current ASCA® Agility Rules and
Regulations Handbook.

(2) “Releasees” here collectively refers to the Australian Shepherd Club of
America® (ASCA®); its affiliate clubs; and the officers and board of directors, staff, contractors, insurers, attorneys,
and agents of ASCA® and of those clubs. (3) This Agreement voluntarily is entered into by Applicant in exchange for
the acceptance of the associated entry form and permission to participate in related activities. (4) Applicant agrees to
abide by the rules and regulations of ASCA® and any other rules and regulations applicable to this event. (5)
Applicant certifies that the entered dog 13 will not pose a hazard to people, property, stock animals, or other dogs, and
further that the dog is current with rabies shots along with any other vaccinations required by its state of residence. (6)
Applicant acknowledges and assumes the risks to Applicant and Applicant’s dog associated with participation in the
event, among which could be ones associated with poor condition of the facilities and surrounding areas; security
measures or lack of them; electrical appliances; fittings; show rings; the presence of unfamiliar persons; and the
presence/involvement of other animals—whether stock, dogs, or otherwise. (7) Applicant further agrees to comply
with all recommended and required health and safety precautions, among which may be those related to social
distancing; quarantining; wearing of face coverings; and non-participation of persons exhibiting symptoms or for
whom there otherwise has been a likelihood of recent exposure to COVID-19 or other contagious diseases. (8)
Applicant additionally acknowledges and agrees to assume the risks associated with taking part in the event though
others might neglect compliance with health and safety precautions/requirements or pose an undue risk of spreading
disease. For example, as is true as to any public event, there is some risk that Applicant and/or those affiliated with
Applicant may catch COVID-19 or another contagious disease at the event.

(14) These waiver,
release, and indemnification provisions extend even to claims or demands asserting that the acts or omissions resulted
in bodily injury or death or from intentional wrongdoing, as well as to attorney fees and other costs of defense. (15)

have arisen out of the acts or omissions of Applicant, Applicant’s dog, or others affiliated with Applicant. Among
other things, this means that Applicant would pay the legal defense of Releasees if someone sued them based on a
claim Applicant carelessly exposed the claimant to COVID-19.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

What is the total cost for a QT humber?

The cost for membership (required) is $20 per owner if not already a

current member.

e The dog owner’s membership expires in one year and only needs
to be renewed if applying for another dog after it has expired.

e Owners will need to renew their membership each year to keep
track of their dog’s scores/titles in the online member portal. To
sign up for an online account, please visit www.asca.org and click
“Register” under Member Login (must have member ID#).

Membership fee is in addition to the QT number fee of $20 per dog.

The QT number for the dog will not expire. If the owner is not a
current service member, the total cost for one dog plus one owner’s
membership is $40. QT Numbers for two dogs with one owner’s
membership would be a total of $60. A QT Number for one dog plus
two owners’ memberships would be a total of $60. (This is assuming
no owners are current members or under 18).

Do | have to have a QT number to compete?

e You do not need a QT number to compete in ASCA Agility,
Stockdog or Dock Jumping events, unless you want to earn ASCA
title certificates.

® You must have a QT number to compete in ASCA Obedience, Rally
and Tracking Tests.
