The following official classes will be offered for both sexes: 
 
JUNIOR PUPPY      6 months but under 9 months 
SENIOR PUPPY      9 months but under 12 months 
12-18 MONTH                  12 months but under 18 months 
CANADIAN BRED      For dogs born in Canada, champions in any country   
                                are excluded. 
BRED BY EXHIBITOR      For dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder.  
OPEN        For all dogs. 
VETERANS       For dogs 7 years of age or over as of the date of the   
                    show.  These dogs will compete for regular placement   
                                and the first place dog will go on to compete for Best   
                                of Breed.  The winner of the Veterans class will NOT   
                   compete for the points, but will go directly into Best   
                    of Breed competition. 
SPECIALS ONLY      Dogs which have a recorded CKC registration or Event   
                                Registration Number and have attained the required   
                                points for championship status. 
BABY PUPPY       3 months but under 6 months 
 
SEXUALLY ALTERED CLASSES 
 
Eligibility for the Altered Classes shall be limited to dogs over 6 months of age which have been 
spayed or neutered. Two classes will be offered: Altered Male and Altered Female: 
Classes will be placed first through fourth in both sexes, the first place winner from each class will 
be declared Winners and the second place winner will be declared Reserve Winners. The Altered 
Winners Male and the Altered Winners Female will then compete for Best of Breed Altered and 
Best of Opposite Sex Altered in breed. 
 
The following Non-Regular classes will be offered: 
 
Dogs entered in the Non-Regular Classes must be entered in a regular specialty class or for exhibition only.  Spayed/neutered 
dogs may be entered in non-regular classes but must be entered in Exhibition only or in the official Veterans class. 
 
Exhibition Only: All dogs entered in this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as dogs entered in regular 
competitions.  Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular class, but may enter and compete in Non-Regular 
classes and/or Parades. 
 
Stud Dog and Get: At least two get must accompany the Sire who is entered.  The Sire will not be judged only the get. 
 
Brood Bitch and Progeny: At least two progeny must accompany the Dam who is entered.  The Dam will not be judged only the 
progeny.

Section 15.1.12 
In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner provided with a Championship certificate, the dog must: 
(a) earn at least ten (10) championship points under at least three different judges and. 
(b) be individually registered in the records of the CKC or have an Event Registration Number or a Miscellaneous Certification Number. 
(c) have earned at least one 2-point win either at the breed or group level. 
 
CKC Rule 19.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any participant at an event held under 
these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the 
CKC shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred. A copy of this regulation shall be 
prominently placed in every premium list and catalogue.
