No entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the entry form are shown 
thereon.  Handlers and agents please note that the full name and address of all own-
ers must be filled in.  Incomplete entries will be returned.  No entry will be accepted 
unless accompanied by the entry fee(s).  Telephone and telegraph entries cannot be 
accepted by the Show Secretary. 
 

Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by 
whom the entry was made.  Changes or cancellation of any entry after the closing date 
is prohibited. 
 

The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of the Shows which shall be governed 
by C.K.C. Rules.  Exhibitors are responsible for knowing and complying with the 
C.K.C.'s Dog Show Rules and/or Regulations. 
 

Identification cards and judging schedule will be mailed as soon as possible after en-
tries close. 
 

Dogs need only arrive 15 minutes before scheduled judging time and will be excused 
when not required for further judging.  It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have the 
dog at ringside when required for judging. 
 

The person accompanying the dog must show the I.D. card before the dog is allowed 
into the show.
