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Acceptance date - 9:00 AM, August 30, 2013. As per the rules (6.5.1) any
entries received prior to this date and time will be returned.

Closing date — 5:00 PM, September 12, 2013. Entries must be delivered to
the Test Secretary by the closing date and time. The club cannot accept
entries delivered after this date and time.

CKC rules (6.6.1): The trial secretary will notify the entrant on the day the
entry is received. Confirmation of entries and position on the exhibitor or
alternate list will be provided on the closing date. When the advertised limit
has been reached, all remaining entries shall be assigned a position on an
alternate list in the order received. At the time of the draw, entries from the
alternate list may fill any absentee spaces.
