United States at sea or land ports of entry to have a passport, passport card, or other

travel documents approved by the Department of Homeland Security.

BORDER CROSSING: A Rabies Certificate is required to bring a dog into Canada. Government
regulations require this certificate MUST be dated at least 30 days prior to re-entry into the U.S.

3. The Show-giving Club will exercise due care and diligence for the welfare of
the dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability
in the event of an accident, or other misfortune, to either dogs, exhibitors or
patrons.

4. Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct of their animals while they
are on the Show Grounds. Exhibitors are responsible for their equipment and
possessions.

5. Dogs must be ready for judging. The club will not be responsible for and not
obligated to provide any service for notifying owners or agent of breed or class
judging. NO RING WILL BE HELD UP WAITING FOR EXHIBITORS OR HAN-
DLERS.

6. For the benefit of the health of animals, the pleasure of exhibitors and spec-
tators we insist upon keeping the show grounds as clean as possible. EXHIBI-
TORS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEANING UP AFTER THEIR DOGS. Dogs
are to be exercised in DESIGNATED AREAS ONLY. Failure to comply may
result in future entries being refused.

7. All trailers, motor homes, campers and recreational units will have buckets
underneath their sink drains.
