Dog must run “naked,” without a collar/harness. The actual course area
will be securely enclosed. No flexi-leads or head halters allowed
within the facility. Per BHA rules, electronic collars/devices are not
allowed anywhere on the site — this includes electronic bark collars.
Concealed Prong collars may be used on the site while walking dogs
for getting to and from the blind and ring.

Bitches in season may compete. They will run at the end of each class.
They must wear “pants” at all times when not being pottied, including
on the course. Owners of bitches in season should confine their
dog(s) away from the trial area and other dogs, post “dog in
season” signs in their area, and potty their dog(s) away from other
competitors. Owners should make their condition known to the Trial
Secretary prior to the start of the trials and inform all exhibitors at the
judge’s briefing.

The judge need not wait for any dog holding up a class because the
exhibitor is not ready. It is the exhibitor's responsibility to be ready for
their runs. SAWHDA Barn Hunt Club has no obligation or
responsibility for calling or locating dogs that are not brought to
the ring when required.

There may be a short lunch break at the Trial Officials’ discretion.

BHA rules and common courtesy: Exhibitors are responsible to clean
up after their dogs. Dispose of waste in appropriate containers provided
around the facility.

Possessing or training with personal, live quarry is not permitted on trial
grounds at any time. Food and toys are not permitted in the ring.
