CONFORMATION CLASSES

The following Regular CKC Classes (divided by sex) will be offered:

JUNIOR PUPPY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog 6 months of age and under 9 months of age on
the day of the show

SENIOR PUPPY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog 9 months of age and under 12 months of age on
the day of the show

12 to 18 MONTHS — This class shall be for any dog 12 months of age and under 18 months of age on the
day of the show.

CANADIAN BRED CLASS - This class shall be for any dog born in Canada.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR CLASS - This class shall be for any dog owned and handled in the ring by
owner/breeder. The handler MUST be the owner/co- owner AND breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The
owner/breeder must handle the dog at the class level, but need not handle the dog for further awards.

OPEN CLASS - This class shall be for all dogs divided by colour : Sable/AOC

VETERANS CLASS - This class is for dogs 7 years of age and over on the day of the show. Dogs entered in
these classes may be spayed or neutered. This class will be divided into 7 years and under 9 years, 9 and
under 11 years and 11+ years.

SPECIALS ONLY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog that has a recorded CKC Registration or Event
Registration Number and has attained the required points for Championship status. Note: A Listed dog may be
moved to the Specials Only Class after the closing of entries, provided the CKC Individual or Event
Registration Number was received prior to the first day of the show. The request to move a class dog to the
Specials Only Class MUST be received by the Show Secretary ONE HOUR PRIOR TO THE OPENING OF
THE SHOW ON THE DAY CONCERNED. Listing Fees WILL NOT be refunded

NON-REGULAR CLASSES

EXHIBITION ONLY - All dogs entered in this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as
dogs entered in regular competition. Dogs entered in this class MAY NOT COMPETE in any Regular class but
may enter and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades ONLY

BABY PUPPY - This class is for dogs 4 months of age and under 6 months of age on the day of the show.

BRACE - This class is for 2 dogs of the same breed (not necessarily the same sex). A brace must be
handled by one person on one lead.

STUD DOG - This class shall be comprised of the stud dog and 2 or more of his get. Ownership in this class
need not be identical. The stud dog may be spayed or neutered and must be entered in a Regular class or in
Exhibition Only. Get must be entered in a Regular class.
BROOD BITCH - This class shall be the same requirements as Stud Dog.

PARADES

PARADE OF CHAMPIONS - Dogs entered in the Parade must have completed all requirements for a CKC
championship.

PARADE OF TITLEHOLDERS - Shall be for all dogs that hold either a championship or obedience title in
Canada.



SEXUALLY ALTERED CLASSES

Eligibility for the Altered classes shall be limited to dogs over six months of age, which have been sexually
altered by veterinary procedure. Points MAY NOT be carried from the regular competition judging to the
Altered class judging. This class will be judged upon the completion of Best of Breed divided by sex.

Classes will be placed first through fourth in both sexes, the first place winner from each sex will be declared
Winners and the second place winner from each sex will be awarded Reserve. The Altered Winners Male and
Altered Winners Female will then compete for Best Altered in Breed.

Juvenile Sweepstakes is open to all Shetland Sheepdog puppies four months and under eighteen
months of age regardless of place of birth. All dogs must be entered in one of the regular official
classes on the same day. Dogs will be judged in one of the following classes (divided by sex):

Baby Puppy - 4 months and under 6 months
Junior Puppy - 6 months and under 9 months
Senior Puppy - 9 months and under 12 months
Juvenile Puppy - 12 months and under 18 months

For final judging the first place puppy from each of the classes will be brought together for the final
judging of Best in Sweepstakes.

Best in Sweepstakes - rosette & 15% of total fees collected for the Juvenile Sweepstakes
Runner Up in Sweepstakes - rosette & 10% of total fees collected for the Juvenile Sweepstakes
First in Class - 20% of class fees and a rosette

Second in Class - 15% of class fees and a flat ribbon

CANADIAN KENNEL CLUB SCHEDULE OF CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS

SECTION 2. The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be
allocated to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as follows: (*Includes the dog awarded Winners.)

Dogs Competing* 1 2 3to5 6to9 10to 12 13 or more
Points Allocated* 0 1 2 3 4 5

To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog awarded Winners, total all the
dogs in competition which the dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following
official breed awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed or Best of Opposite Sex and then
consult the schedule set forth above. A dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from
the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for championship points. Further section
15.1.12 {C} has been added and states the dog must: “have earned at least one 2 point win either at
the breed level or group level.”

The system provides for additional points if a dog awarded winners also places in the Group as listed
here under.

A class Dog awarded Best In Show at an all-breed championship show will be credited with five
points inclusive of any points earned at the breed or group level. In no case may a dog earn more
than five (5) points at a single show. To earn a Canadian Championship, a dog must earn at least ten
championship points under at least three different judges; and be individually registered with the
Canadian Kennel Club, or have a CKC Event Registration Number (ERN) and have earned at least
one 2-point win either at the breed or group level.

In order to obtain a Grand Champion title, a dog must obtain a minimum of 20 points which must
include a minimum of two wins of at least 2 points and at least two (2) points after 12 months of age.
In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused
or ordered from the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for Grand Champion
points. (d) Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried forward.



15.2.4 Grand Champion Bronze (GChB) The title of Grand Champion Bronze may only be earned
after the completion of the CKC conformation title Grand Champion is attained.

(a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the Grand Championship, and do
not include the points earned in attaining the Grand Championship.

(b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Bronze title, a dog must attain a minimum of 50 points,

which must include a minimum of two wins of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at
breed, group or Best In Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single show are
carried forward.

(c) Points accumulated prior to July 1, 2021 may be used to attain the GChB title, however, a
minimum of five (5) points must be earned after July 1, 2021.

15.2.5 Grand Champion Silver (GChS) The title of Grand Champion Silver may only be earned after
the completion of the CKC conformation title Grand Champion Bronze is attained.

(a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the Grand Champion Bronze is
attained, and do not include the points earned in attaining the Grand Championship Bronze.

(b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Silver title, a dog must attain a minimum of 100 points,
which must include a minimum of two wins of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at
breed, group or Best In Show/ Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single show are
carried forward.

15.2.6 Grand Champion Gold: (GChG) The title of Grand Champion Gold may only be earned after
the completion of the CKC conformation title Grand Champion Silver is attained.

(a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the Grand Champion Silver is
attained, and do not include the points earned in attaining the Grand Championship Silver.

(b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Gold title, a dog must attain a minimum of 200 points, which
must include a minimum of two wins of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed,
group or Best in Show/ Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried
forward.

15.3 Grand Champion Excellent (GChEX) (48-06-12)

15.3.1 The title of Grand Champion Excellent may be granted only after the completion of the CKC
Grand Championship Silver Title. Exhibitors will be required to submit to Shows & Trials the Grand
Champion Excellent Record Sheet documenting the additional requirements. The Grand Champion
Excellent Record Sheet Form is located on the CKC website.

15.3.2 To earn the title a dog must have earned the following during their career as a Special:

(a) one (1) Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a breed national specialty (where a minimum of 10
dogs have competed)

(b) three (3) Group 1st, or three (3) breed specialty best of breed wins.

(c) a CKC performance title from any CKC Event. Titles excluded are: CGN, Herding Novice Tested
Certificate, all Instinct titles from all events, as well as all Sprinter titles and all Chase Ability Program
titles.

15.3.3 Best in Show, Best of Breed at a National Specialty, 3 Group wins, or 3 Specialty Best of
Breed wins, must be attained after the completion of a regular championship. The performance title
may be attained at any time in the dog'’s career.

1. Exhibitors are required to complete the Grand Champion Excellent Record Sheet form located on
the CKC website and forward to CKC upon completion of requirements above.

2. Grandfathering of the previous version of the Grand Champion Excellent title will be honoured up
until July 1, 2022
