RUNNING ORDER: The starting dog in the first series of Open1 and Open 2 will be determined by using the last two
digits at closing of the Toronto Stock Exchange (TSE) S&P/TSX composite index on the Thursday immediately preceding
the trial. At the Judge’s discretion, there will be a rotation of running order in all of the stakes.

GAME: Dead ducks and/or pheasants will be used in all stakes

POINTS and RIBBONS:
e Placings and points awarded are as follows: First-5, Second-3, Third-2, Fourth-1
o Standard CKC rosettes to the first four placings and certificates of merit (CM) in each stake
