VETERANS CLASS (NEW CLASS)

AT THE OPTION OF THE HANDLER, A DOG 7 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER MAY BE ENTERED IN THE VETERANS
CLASS. ONCE A DOG HAS BEEN DESIGNATED AS A VETERAN AND ENTERED IN THIS CLASS, THE DOG CANNOT
REVERT/TRANSFER BACK TO THE REGULAR OR SELECTED CLASSES. THE DOG WILL RETAIN TITLES AND/OR
QUALIFYING SCORES TOWARDS TITLES ACCUMULATED. ANY NEW TITLES EARNED WILL BE DESIGNATED WITH
THE LETTER VvV’ FOR VETERAN FOLLOWING THE TITLE (E.G. AGMXV).

ALL VETERANS WILL COMPETE AS IF RUNNING IN THE SELECTED CLASSES AT ONE OR TWO JUMP HEIGHTS
LOWER THAN REGULAR AND WITH THE 10% ADDITIONAL TIME ALLOCATED FOR THE SELECTED CLASS.

or have a CKC miscellaneous Class Certification Number.

The dog must be at least 18 months of age, may be spayed, neutered or debarked, may not be lame, may not
compete if it has tape or bandages.
Females in season may not compete. In such case a refund of entry fees can be obtained by sending
certified veterinary certificate to the trial secretary.
A dog can only be entered once in any one class at a trial.
