Rolling Inspection from arrival to Roll Call 
 
Lure Coursing Regular Stakes 

Open Stake – for all eligible hounds one year or older, including Field Champions.  When the entry in a regular stake reaches 20 
after roll call, the entry will be divided into separate stakes. 
Mixed Stake – if there are multiple breeds with entries of three or less, upon agreement of all owners, they will be combined in 
a Mixed Stake 

   
Lure Coursing Non - Regular Stakes 
            Puppy Stake – 6-9, 10-12, 13-18 months – Saturday after completion of preliminary runs 
 Veteran Stake – dogs 7 years and older Saturday after Puppy stake 

Puppy and Veteran will be run on an abbreviated course with continuous loop.  
Singles Stake (Unofficial) Limit of 5 dogs – Sunday after completion of preliminary runs dogs will run full course once by 
themselves. 
 
Best In Field – Offered on Sunday all Best of Breed and Stakes winners from both days are eligible. 
                        Best In Field will be run on the Regular course

DIRECTIONS TO THE FIELD 
 This field is east of Sherwood Park.  The tests will be held in the west side of the Uncas Elementary School yard. 
 
From South: Hwy 21 north to Wye Road. Turn right (east) on Wye Road to Township Road 524 (approx. 14 km) Turn left 

on Twp Rd 524 (signed for Uncas School).  Cross RR track, proceed.   School is on right side, on the corner of 
Rge Rd 213 & Twp Rd 524. Turn right into School Parking Lot 
 

From Central Edmonton: Sherwood Park Freeway east, becomes Wye Rd, continue to Hwy 21 Cross Hwy 21 and  
            follow directions as ‘From South’ 

 
 From North: East on Hwy 16 to Rge Rd 213.  South on Rge Rd 213 to Twp Rd 524. 
   Turn right at Twp Rd 524 & turn left at first driveway into school parking lot. 
 

EQUIPMENT AND FIELD CONDITIONS 
 The field is a mown school yard with slightly undulating terrain. 
 An electric drag will be used for the Regular Classes and Singles.            
 A continuous loop may be used for the Puppy and Veteran Stake. 

CONDITIONS AND INFORMATION 
• Rolling inspection – check in for inspection as you arrive, with your dog(s). Inspection ends ½ hour after entries close each day 

(roll call).  It is your responsibility to take your dog for inspection prior to roll call.   
• All hounds will be run in trios or braces, twice, unless excused, dismissed or disqualified. 
• Hounds not present at roll call will be scratched, and their entry fee will NOT be refunded.  No exceptions will be made. 
• All handlers MUST use a slip lead when releasing their hounds. 
• Hounds may wear muzzles and/or catch collars at the owner/agent's discretion. 
• Singles: Is your dog DQ’d, declared ineligible or not ready for running in competition? This is the place to be! Dogs will be run 

individually and scored by an experienced volunteer judge.  A random draw will determine the order of running of dogs in this 
stake.  No points are awarded and all ties will be settled by a coin toss.  Your dog will be given one opportunity to chase the lure 
when it comes to the line. Handlers may not run/walk the course with their hounds. Entry limited to 5 dogs. Dog will run the 
full course once. 

• Bitches in season and lame hounds will be excused and will have their entry fee returned if notice is given to the secretary prior 
to roll call.   

• The Chair may excuse any hound from competition for any reason deemed justifiable. 
• A $20.00 fine, payable to ALCA, will be levied for any hound loose on the field at any time between Roll Call and the 

completion of Best in Field or Regular classes. 
• There is limited shade and no water available, so please come PREPARED.
