MIXED AND UNRECOGNIZED BREEDS

These trials are open to mixed breeds and unrecognized breeds. In order to compete, mixed
and unrecognized breed dogs must have a Canine Companion Number (CCN) from the
Canadian Kennel Club and must have a CKC approved microchip. Mixed breed dogs must be
spayed or neutered. Unrecognized breed dogs do not need to be spayed or neutered. A dog
eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a listed dog.

CATALOGUES

Catalogues are available only on a PRE-ORDER BASIS. Those who wish to pre-order at the price of
$3.00 may do so by indicating this on the entry form.

U.S.A. EXHIBITORS

Bank drafts or money orders in Canadian Funds and personal cheques, payable in U.S. funds, and for
the full amount of the entry, will be accepted. Personally discounted cheques will not be honoured.
Please do not mark personal cheques “Payable in Canadian Funds” or “At Par” as such items are not
cleared through the banks.

LISTING FEES
A CKC listing fee of $9.50 including HST Canadian or US per dog per trial is payable with the
entry fee if the entry of the dog does not include a CKC individual Registration number, PEN
(Performance Event Number), ERN (Event Registration Number) or Miscellaneous Certificate.

BITCHES IN SEASON

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete. When a bitch comes into season after entries close, a
Veterinarian’s Certificate, certifying that the bitch was in season within ten days of the trial, must
reach the Trial Secretary on or before the day of the trial, prior to the judging of the class, and the club
will refund the entry fees.

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ENTRY INFORMATION

No entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the entry form are completed in full.
Incomplete entries will be returned. No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by entry fees.
Telephone/fax entries are accepted by The Entry Line at 1-800-293-2935; (fax) 519-754-0796.
Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by whom the
entries were made.

Alterations, substitution or cancellation of any entry after the closing date is prohibited.

Only dogs that are already registered in the Canadian Kennel Club Stud Book or are eligible for
registration can be entered.

The Trial Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry subject to CKC Rules.

ENTRIES POSITIVELY CLOSE TUESDAY JUNE 30, 2015 @ 9:00 PM, OR WHEN THE
ENTRY LIMIT IS REACHED, WHICHEVER OCCURS FIRST.

DAY OF TRIAL ENTRIES. In the event of the stated limit not being reached for any of the
trials, entries will be accepted on the day of trials, cash or e-transfer only.

Identification cards and judging schedules will be sent as soon as possible after the entries close.
Identification cards must be presented to the Trial Secretary upon arrival at the trial.

Tendering of an NSF cheque in payment of fees shall be considered non-payment of fees and is
punishable by disciplinary action. Any NSF cheque will be subject to a $30.00 service charge.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Trial Superintendent will be in full charge of the trial, which will be governed by CKC rules.
The Poodle Club of Canada will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors,
but will not be responsible for, or assume liability, in the event of accident or other misfortunes, to
either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

If, because of riot, civil disturbance, or other acts beyond the control of management, it is
impossible to open or complete the trials, no refund of Entry Fees will be made.

The trial precincts shall be all the grounds with in the 80’ x 125” enclosed grass ring shall be
considered the trial grounds.

E-Timers will be used.

Move-up Option: Dogs may be moved up to the next class between trials on the same day,
by filling in the required move-up form.

“It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club official,

ring steward, volunteer or competitor at an event held under these regulations is not subject to
indignities of any kind. The Agility Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any

infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take

such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.” (4.1.3 t)

NEW - CKC NON-MEMBER PARTICIPATION FEE

A non-member participation fee for awards and titles will be charged to a Canadian non-
member of CKC. The non-member participation fee is paid in any year a title is earned and
covers all titles and dogs owned by that individual.

In order for the title to be awarded, the non-member will have a choice to either become a
CKC member or pay the non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of
notification will result in the title being withheld and the dog cannot be moved up to the next
level.

All Premium Lists will carry a note stating that these fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by
non-member residents of Canada and are not applicable to CKC members.
