A waiting list will be compiled once the entry limit has been
reached.

Running order is by random draw within each class. A handler may enter a maximum of two dogs.

When your entry is approved, a letter will be sent to you regarding COVID-19 rules that the LOC will
be implementing. You will also receive a waiver which must be completed and submitted on the day
of the trial.

REFUNDS
