Dogs may be shown on a plain buckle collar, quick release collar or no collar,
Exhibitors must sign the waiver form before being allowed to compete.

Events will be held rain or shine. Dress for the weather. Water will be available for dogs to cool off in.
There is limited shade. Exhibitors are advised to bring their own shade, crates, etc

Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct or actions of their dogs while they are on the trial grounds.
All dogs must be kept on leash or in crates except when competing.

You must use a separate entry form for each dog and for each class. If all classes are shown on
the same entry form, or there is more than one dog on the entry form, then the entry will be returned.

HERDING TRIAL ARENA DOG COURSE

DIRECTIONS TO TEE CREEK
FROM TORONTO:

Take QEW Fort Erie thru Niagara Falls. After McLeod Rd., the next exit is Lyons Creek

Road. Take the West exit (go right) onto Lyons Creek Rd. Just as you are speeding up, there is a
road on your left, (in other words make a right and then a quick left) onto Willodell Road. You are
almost there! Go down Willodell Rd. approximately 2 miles. After you cross over Schisler Rd. (still on
Willodell), we are the second place on the right. There is a large cover-all building up on the hill. Take
the 2"d driveway or last driveway past the house,

going back to the training center.

FROM BUFFALO:

Take the QEW Niagara from the Peace Bridge. Take the Lyons Creek exit off of QEW. At the stop
sign, turn left onto Lyons Creek Rd. Just over the overpass there is a road on your left. This is Willodell
Rd. Turn LEFT onto Willodell. You are almost there! Go down Willodell Rd. approximately 2 miles.
After you cross over Schisler Rd., (still on Willodell) we are the 2" place on your right. Take the last
driveway past the house and follow the driveway back to the training center.
