1. Novice Owner/Handler Box must be checked on entry form (NOH will be 
indicated in both the catalogue and on the Ring Steward sheets).

6. Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event that the dog is absent, 
excused by a Veterinarian or Judge, disqualifi ed or barred from 
competition by action of the bench Committee.

4. Dogs may arrive any time prior to their scheduled time of Judging.  
Dogs not required for further judging will be excused.  Judges will not 
wait for any dog holding up a class.  Owners/Agents are responsible 
to have their dogs present when their classes are called to be judged. 

5. Judging start times to be specifi ed in the judging schedule Starting 
time of each ring will be specifi ed in judging schedule. 

6. SHOW PRECINCTS: Lombardy Agricultural Fairgrounds. Dogs not 
entered in these shows will not be allowed within the show precincts.

7. Exhibitors are requested to keep their grooming and crating areas 
clean and tidy. The Show Superintendent has the authority to ask 
exhibitors to move or take down crates and private exercise pens, etc. 
Failure to do so when requested could result in disciplinary action.
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All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for 
the sole purpose of entering CKC events, and do not have a CKC registra-
tion number,  will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).  
The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the fi rst day of 
entering a CKC event.  
Fee is $64.00 per dog, plus applicable taxes.

Eff ective January 1, 2011:

a)  A non-member participation fee will be charged to a resident of 
Canada who is a non-member of the CKC.

d) Only the highest points earned at a single show are carried forward.

Section 15.2.4  Grand Champion Bronze (GChB)

a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the 

Grand Championship, and do not include the points earned in attaining 
the Grand Championship.

b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Bronze title, a dog must attain a 
minimum of 50 points, which must include a minimum of two wins 
of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed, group 
or Best In Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a 
single show are carried forward.

c) Points accumulated prior to July 1, 2021 may be used to attain the 
GChB title, however, a minimum of fi ve (5) points must be earned after 
July 1, 2021.
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Section 15.2.5  Grand Champion Silver (GChS) 
The title of Grand Champion Silver may only be earned after the 
completion of the CKC conformation title Grand Champion Bronze is 
attained. 
a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the 

Grand Champion Bronze is attained, and do not include the points 
earned in attaining the Grand Championship Bronze. 

b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Silver title, a dog must attain a 
minimum of 100 points, which must include a minimum of two wins 
of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed, group 
or Best In Show/ Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a 
single show are carried forward.

Section 15.2.6  Grand Champion Gold (GChG)
The title of Grand Champion Gold may only be earned after the completion 
of the CKC conformation title Grand Champion Silver is attained. 
a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the 

Grand Champion Silver is attained, and do not include the points 
earned in attaining the Grand Championship Silver.

b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Gold title, a dog must attain a 
minimum of 200 points, which must include a minimum of two wins 
of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed, group 
or Best In Show/ Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a 
single show are carried forward.

The title of Grand Champion Excellent may be granted only after the 
completion of the CKC Grand Championship Silver Title. Exhibitors will 
be required to submit to Shows & Trials the Grand Champion Excellent 
Record Sheet documenting the additional requirements.

Section 15.3.2  To earn the title a dog must have earned the following 
during their career as a Special:
a) one (1) Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a breed national specialty

b) three (3) Group 1st, or three (3) breed specialty Best of Breed wins.
c) a CKC performance title from any CKC Event. Titles excluded are: CGN,

Section 15.3.3  Best in Show, Best of Breed at a National Specialty, 3

Section 8.9 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations has been 
amended to allow a dog which is individually registered in the records 
of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed the requirements for 
a Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be 
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only,” providing 
the request for a transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in WRITING 
at least one hour prior to the judging of your breed  by the owner or 
handler. 

When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the 
same day, in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to 
Specials Only must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the 
breed judging scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being 
moved up to Specials Only.

The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the 
Conformation Show Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.
Section 4.7.1 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations states: 
A judge offi  ciating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected 
to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the 
duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is 
eff ectively carried out.

HEALTH REMINDERS

No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of an event if it:
1. Is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable 

disease;

2.  Has recovered from distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable 
disease within the last 30 days (prior to the event);

3. Has been housed within 30 days prior to the even on premises on which there 
existed distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease.

Clubs do have the right to remove a dog from the event premises and the exhibitor may be 
subject to disciplinary action if it is found that CKC rules have been contravened.
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ZERO TOLERANCE – Any individual initiating bullying tactics at the Kars Dog Club 
Events will be asked to leave the Event grounds premises immediately and for the 
remainder of the event (no refunds).  A report will be fi led with CKC and the Disciplinary 
Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fi t. 

Defi nition of Bullying: Refers to a range of behaviors in which targeted individuals 
are repeatedly, and over time, treated in a mean, insulting or abusive way. Bullying can 
be initiated deliberately or unconsciously. The aff ected person may feel upset, afraid, 
isolated, or humiliated. The bully sometimes acts alone and sometimes as part of a 
group of people.  

Examples include:  
• insulting a person’s skills, looks, or habits  
• spreading false or malicious rumors, gossip, or innuendo 
• berating/belittling an individual  
• unwarranted criticizing or ridiculing, especially in the presence of others
