6.6.2 The running order (the Draw) must be made and published (made public) prior to the date of the TSX closing number to determine the starting
dog as per Section 6.6.3. Clubs holding the trial may not accept entries after the publishing of the running order.

6.6.3 In a stake carrying championship points the starting dog in the first series will be determined by using the last two digits at closing of the
Toronto Stock Exchange (TSE) S&P/TSX composite index two days prior to the first day of the trial, or if the TSX is closed that day, the first day prior
to that when the TSX is open

(@) The starting dog will be the dog assigned the number in the draw that corresponds to the last two digits (including digits, if any to the right of the
decimal point) of the closing S&P/TSX composite index (the TSX number) two days prior to the first day of the trial.

The Discipline Committee of the CKC shall have the power to
take such action as it deems fit on receipt of the report indicating that this rule has been violated.”
