8.2.5—An error in the age specified class, date of birth or sex of the dog may be amended on the

entry form up to ONE hour before to the start of the show.

8.5.8—In case of a judge change (substitute or overload) an exhibitor may enter a dog under the
replacement judge providing that the dog is entered in one of the regular classes of a show being

held at the same venue by the same club and has been assigned a competition number. A new entry,
along with accompanying fees will be accepted by the Show Secretary up to ONE hour PRIOR to the

start of the show (see section 3.3.1, 3.5.1 ,8.5.4)

8.9.3—When one or more all-breed and /or Specialty shows are held on the same day, in the same
venue, the request for moving of class dogs to specials MUST be made a minimum of one hour prior

to the scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being moved up to.

SECTION 15.1.1 A dog awarded WINNERS at a CONFORMATION show shall be credited with a number of championship points
(ranging from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as provided hereunder.
SECTION 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be awarded WINNERS shall be as
follows:
DOGS COMPETING* 1 2 3to5 6to9 10to 12 13 or more
POINTSAWARDED 01 2 3 4 5
*includes the dog awarded WINNERS
In counting the number eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the
judge shall be included in the calculation for championship points.
See Sections 15.1.3 to 15.1.7 of the CKC Rules and Regulations for Championship Points.
SECTION 15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level, a dog awarded Winners which also places in the
regular Group competition shall be credited with the following additional points provided that a dog was defeated at the Group Level.

SECTION 15.1.9 A dog may not be credited with no more than 5 championship points in a single show.

SECTION 15.1.10 A breed or class shall not be allowed more than 2 sets of championship points per sex on any day in the same
venue.

SECTION 15.1.11 A dog awarded Winners which also places Best In Show at an all-breed conformation show shall be credited with
5 championship points inclusive of any points earned at the breed and group level.

SECTION 15.1.12 In or for a dog to be recognized as a Champion, and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, a dog
must:

(a) earned 10 championship points under at least 3 different judges; and

(b) be registered in the records of the CKC, have an ERN or MCN

(c) have earned a least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.

SECTION 19.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any
participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show Committee Chair shall
promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to
take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred. A copy of this regulation shall be
prominently placed in every premium list and catalogue.
