Bitches in season may not run and must be withdrawn.  Full refunds will be given for dogs 
withdrawn because of an injury, illness or death, and for bitches in season, if notification in 
writing is accompanied by a veterinarian’s certificate.  Refunds will be given for other legitimate 
reasons, subject to approval by the Hunt Test Committee.
