** |t shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any
participant at an event held under these rules, is not subject to indignities of any kind. The Trial Committee Chair
shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the
authority to take such action as it deems fit, on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.

If, because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control of management, it is impossible to start or to
complete this event, no refund of entry will be made.

CKC has a Non-Member Participation Fee of $64.00+ HST. This fee only applies to dogs wholly owned by non-
member residents of Canada and is not applicable to CKC members.

In order for the title to be awarded, the non-member will have a choice to either become a CKC member or pay the
non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will result in the title being withheld
and the dog cannot be moved up to the next level. The fee applies only to dogs wholly owned by non-member
residents of Canada and is not applicable to CKC members.

These events are open to mixed and unrecognized breeds. In order to compete, mixed and unrecognized breed
dogs must have a Canine Companion Number (CCN) from the Canadian Kennel Club and must have a CKC-approved
microchip. Mixed-breed dogs must be spayed or neutered. Unrecognized-breed dogs do not need to be spayed or
neutered. A dog eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a listed dog. If a dog is not registered individually in the
CKC studbook it may be entered as a listed dog per CKC rules for this designation, as of July 1, 2018; exhibitors must
apply to the CKC for “temporary competition number (TCN), before event closing date”.
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As of January 1, 2020, as per CKC regulations if a dog is injured after entry has been submitted to the
Trial Secretary, a veterinarian’s certificate, certifying the dog was injured before a 3-day period preceding
the trial, must reach the Trial Secretary on or before the start of the trial. The club will refund the entry
minus the TCN fee and a 30% administration fee.

Effective January 1, 1992, all dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose
of entering CKC events will no longer require a CKC registration number but will require an Event Registration
Number (ERN). This ERN does not register a dog for breeding purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree Act, but
rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club. Each dog must have its own
number. To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog’s foreign registration certificate with a cheque or
VISA/MasterCard number (expiry date, cardholder’s name and signature). Provide your complete address for
return of the ERN to you. Cost is $18.50, plus taxes.
