FACILITIES  
 
Indoors Saturday June 16th – all facilities available in-house or within five minutes driving time. 
 
Saturday June 17th is an OUTDOOR facility 25 kms. south of Brandon.  Bring your own seating, shade tent, 
etc.  Washrooms and water will be provided.   
 
Lunch will not be provided either day – please bring your lunch if you are staying all day and do not want to 
go out or return to Brandon. Fast food/full service restaurants, hotel/motel, camping, hospital, vet, etc. is 
available in Brandon. 
  
All dogs must be crated, in an ex-pen, or on leash when not in the ring.  Any  dog  engaging  in  aggressive  
behaviour at  any  time  will  be  required to  leave  the trial  grounds.  

  
ALL CHILDREN MUST BE SUPERVISED BY A PARENT NOT COMPETING IN THE TRIALS.  

  
ANYONE OBSERVED NOT PICKING UP AFTER THEIR DOG WILL BE EXCUSED AND WILL 
FORFEIT ENTRY FEES. 
 
ANYONE OBSERVED DISCIPLINING THEIR DOG IN A MANNER THAT OFFENDS A JUDGE'S 
SENSIBILITIES WILL BE EXCUSED AND WILL FORFEIT ENTRY FEES.

In case of severe weather, we will 
attempt to wait it out and delay the trial however, the trial will proceed rain or shine.  No refunds will be given 
due to inclement weather. This is also the Brandon Hills and tick central. Check your dog for ticks every 
evening.
