OBEDIENCE/RALLY O TRIAL — MOVE UP A dog that is individually registered in the records
of the CKC and has fulfilled the requirements for a title, in accordance with Section 9.4.2 and
10.4.2 of the Obedience Rules, may be moved to the next level of Obedience/RALLY O
competition providing the transfer was submitted to the Trial secretary, IN WRITING by the
owner or handler, one hour prior to the opening of the first trial, trial schedule permitting.

A Bitch in season may not compete in Obedience or Rally Trials. Entry fees will be refunded
ONLY if the Trial Secretary BEFORE commencement of the trial receives a Veterinarian’s
Certificate.

CATALOGUE

Catalogues will be available from trial secretary on a pre-order basis only - $ 5.00. Catalogues will
not be mailed to absent exhibitors.

TROPHY & PRIZE LIST

Appropriate prizes and Rosetttes will be awarded for High in Class qualifying scores for all
classes being offered.Rosettes will be awarded to dogs placing 2nd, 3rd and 4th in all classes
being offered.
