ELICIBILITY AND COURSE

The club reserves the right to alter the course plan as required by weather
and/or field conditions on the day of event. Course will be reversed for the
second event.
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ELIGIBLE BREEDS: Chase Ability Program participation is open to all purébred
and mixed breed dogs at least 12 months of age that are individually registered
with the CKC; or have an Event Registration Number (ERN); or have a
Performance Event Number (PEN); or eligible for registration with the CKC;

or have a Miscellaneous Certificate Number (MCN) if it belongs to a CKC listed
breed; or have a Canine Companion Number (CCN) if it's a mixed breed.

Dogs with breed disqualifications are eligible to enter. Females in season may
not enter. A dog may enter only once per event. Dogs run as singles.

300-YARD COURSE: This distance is for dogs shorter than 12 inches at the
wither’s or brachycephalic (“flat-faced”) dogs. Dogs will run one loop.

600-YARD COURSE: This distance is used for all dogs that do not run the
300 yard course. Dogs will run both loops.

If there is a question as to which course a dog will run the judge will decide.

CONDITIONS: All dogs will run individually. Bitches in season or lame dogs
will be excused and any entry refunded if notice is given prior to roll call. Dogs
not present at roll call will be scratched and entry fees not refunded. Handlers
must use slip leads when starting their dogs. Muzzles may be used at owner’s
discretion. All dogs will be slipped from a standing start.

CANADIAN KENNEL CLUB INFORMATION

NON-MEMBER PARTICIPATION FEE POLICY

Effective January 1, 2011

a) A non-member participation fee will be charged to a resident of Canada who
is a non-member of the CKC. The fee will be $59.40, plus applicable taxes.
b) The non-member participation fee is paid in any year a title is earned and
covers all titles and dogs owned by that individual.

c¢) In order for the title to be awarded, the non-member will have a choice to
either become a CKC member or pay the non-member participation fee.
Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will result in the title being
withheld.

d) The fee applies only to dogs wholly owned by non-member residents of
Canada and is not applicable to CKC members.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN)

Effective January 1, 1992, all dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and
enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will no longer
require a CKC registration number but will require an Event Registration
Number (ERN). This ERN does not register a dog for breeding purposes as
defined in the Animal Pedigree Act, but Rather enables a foreign-owned dog to
be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club. Each dog must have its own
number. To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog’s foreign
registration certificate with a cheque or VISA/MasterCard number (expiry date,
cardholder’s name and signature). Provide your complete address for return of
the ERN to you. Cost is $59.40, plus taxes.

MIXED AND UNRECOGNIZED BREEDS

These events are open to mixed and unrecognized breeds. In order to
compete, mixed and unrecognized breed dogs must have a Canine
Companion Number (CCN) from the Canadian Kennel Club and must have a
CKC-approved microchip. Mixed-breed dogs must be spayed or neutered.
Unrecognized-breed dogs do not need to be spayed or neutered. A dog eligible
for a CCN may not be entered as a listed dog.
