ENTRY INFORMATION

Eligibility:  (section 6.1.1) Draft dog tests shall be open to all purebred dogs of suffi-
cient height and weight that are physically capable of performing all the
exercises in a particular class. All dogs must be 18 months of age or over
on the day of the event.

Entry Fee:  $75.00 per dog.

Entries: entries must be complete, signed and submitted on the official CKC entry
form.

Listing Fee: $8.52 Per Dog

Foreign Dogs: if a dog is not registered individually with the CKC, it may be entered as
a “Listed” dog, provided it has an event registration number (ERN), or ob-
tains this from the CKC within 30 days.

Closing Date: entries close September 2, 2014 at 12.00 pm PST or when the limit
is reached, even if official closing date has not arrived. A list of alternates
will be maintained.

Group Option: the Draft Dog Field Work, Draft Dog Excellent Freight Haul and/or the
Draft Dog Excellent Backpacking Exercises may be performed using the
Group Option as stated in Section 11.2 using recommended methodology
as stated in Appendix A.



RULES & GENERAL INFORMATION

Section 17.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the test-giving club to see that a judge,
club official, steward, volunteer or competitor in a Draft Dog test is not subject to indignities.
The Draft Dog Test Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this
regulation and the Disciplinary Committee shall have authority to take action as it deems fit on
receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred. A copy of this regulation shall be promi-
nently placed in every premium list and catalogue.

Confirmation of Entry: all entrants will be notified by e-mail, post, or telephone of their
placement. There will be an entry limit of 20 (combined Individual &
Brace) Draft Dog competitors and 4 (combined Individual and
Brace) Draft Dog Excellent competitors with entries accepted on
a first come, first served basis.
In the event that the (combined Individual and Brace) DDX class does
not fill, every DDX slot will be substituted for up to 2 DD Entries. In
the case the DD class does not fill, every 2 DD slots can be substituted
for 1 DDX entry.

Refunds: it is the option of the exhibitor to request a refund for a bitch
that has come into season, should they desire. A veterinarian’s
certificate will be required for the refund to be issued

Bitches In Season: bitches in season will be allowed to compete, but all exercises will be
judged after all other dogs have been tested. Bitches in season must be
kept away from the “test site” prior to testing.

Re-qualifications: are acceptable pending “space available”. Re-qualifications shall be
judged as the last team in the section for which they are entered.

Equipment: entrants must supply their own equipment. The freight load
used in the maneuvering exercises and freight hauls will be supplied
by the test committee.

Test Regulations: all dogs entered in the Draft Dog level must perform the control
exercises, regardless of obedience titles held.

Entrants Please Note:

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be familiar with rules pertaining to the event in which
they are competing. Copies of the CKC Draft Test regulations are available from the Canadian
Kennel Club (416) 675-5511.

The Draft Test Committee will exercise due care and diligence for the welfare of all dogs entered
but will not be responsible for nor assume any liability in the event of any accident or other mis-
fortune to any dog, exhibitor or patron.

12 EXERCISES FOR THE DRAFT DOG TEST & BRACE

DRAFT DOG TEST

12.1 Control Exercises

12.1.1 Purpose

The Control Exercises demonstrate the dog’s ability to be a safe and obedient companion and
worker.

12.1.2 Control will be demonstrated in a ring approximately 12.2 meters (40 feet) by 15.2 me-
ters (50 feet). Three basic exercises will be performed:

« Heel Off Lead

« Stand Stay for 1 minute

« Down Stay for 3 minutes

12.1.3 With the exception of harnessing, hitching, and unhitching, any handler who intention-
ally touches his dog or the equipment to assist in an exercise will be marked failed.

12.1.4 Exercise 1 — Heel Off Lead

The dog shall be on the handler’s left side and shall remain within arm’s reach of the handler at
all times. The lead judge shall use at least one of each of the following commands: “forward”,
“slow”, “fast”, “normal”, “right turn”, “left turn”, “about turn”, and “halt” in any order predeter-
mined by the judge and the same for each dog. Dog and handler shall receive a “Pass” score
providing the dog responds to the handler’s command and remains within arm’s reach of the

handler. A stand at heel at the halt is acceptable.

12.1.5 Exercise 2 — Stand Stay

On command from the lead judge, the handler will stand his dog, positioning the dog comforta-
bly if he chooses. The lead judge will give the command ‘Leave your dog’. The handler shall give
the dog one command to ‘stay’ by voice, hand signal or a combination, then will leave the dog
and walk forward about 1.8 m(6 ft) and turn to face the dog. The dog shall remain in position,
shifting of his weight will be allowed. The dog must remain standing from the time the handler
leaves until after a one minute period when the judge tells that handler to return to the dog.
Upon the handler’s return, the dog will remain in position until the judge give the command
‘Exercise Finished’.

12.1.6 Exercise 3 — Group Down Stay

This is a group exercise, with handlers across the width of the ring. No more than 10, nor less
than 2 dogs, or 1 brace and 1 dog shall be judged at one time. On command from the lead judge,
the handler will put the dog in the down position prior to removing the leash and placing it be-
hind the dog along with the exhibitor number. The dog may be downed manually.

The lead judge will give the command “Leave your dog.” The handler will give the dog one com-
mand to “stay” by voice, hand signal, or a combination, then will leave the dog and walk briskly
to the opposite side of the ring where he will turn to face the dog. The dog must stay in position
from the time the handler leaves throughout a 3 minute period, and until the handler has been
told by the judge to return to the dog, the handler has returned and the dog is in heel position

and the judge has said “Exercise Finished.” A person may enter more than one dog in this level.
The same handler who handled each dog in the first 2exercises must handle each dog in the
Group Down, except that where a handler has handled more than one dog in the first 2 exer-
cises, there must be an additional handler for each dog when judged together in the Group Ex-
ercises.

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12.2 Carting Exercises

12.2.1 Purpose

The Carting Exercises demonstrate the dog’s usefulness as a draft animal in manoeuvring loads
safely and quietly on a wheeled vehicle over a moderate distance and smooth terrain.

12.2.2 Any dog who sits or lies down while working will be marked as failed.

12.2.3 With the exception of harnessing, hitching, and unhitching, any handler who intention-
ally touches his dog or the equipment to assist in an exercise will be marked failed.
12.2.4 A cart or wagon will be the most suitable vehicle for this test.

12.2.5 Exercise 4 — Harness and Hitching

Handler harnesses and hitches dog in ring. The cart or wagon and harness may be brought in
by an assistant or the ring steward; alternatively, the handler will put the dog on a stand stay
and get the harness and vehicle himself. During the harnessing and hitching, the handler’s skill
and the dog’s willingness will be judged.

12.2.6 Exercise 5—Manoeuvres

The lead judge will direct the handler to perform a series of manoeuvres to test the ability of the
dog to be a carting companion. The lead judge shall use each of the following orders at least
twice:‘forward’,left turn',’ right turn’, ‘halt'. The lead judge shall use the following order at least
once: ‘slow'. The ‘change of pace' must be shown for a distance of no less than 1.2 meters ( 4
feet).

12.2.7 Exercise 6-Figure 8
The lead judge will direct the handler to manoeuvre through a figure 8 course. Upon comple-
tion the lead judge will give the order ‘exercise finished’.

12.2.8 Exercise 7 — Backup
The dog must be backed up while hitched for a distance of at least 1.2 m (4 ft). Both dog and
vehicle must move backwards.

still develop. Once the puppies go to their new homes, it becomes increasingly difficult for
the breeder to influence the puppies’ lives.
