LISTING FEE: A listing fee of $9.30 per dog per stake must accompany the entry of a dog for which a CKC 
individual registration number or ERN is not shown on the entry form. 
 
GAME BIRDS: Ducks or Pheasants may be used in all stakes. 
 
PRIZES: CKC rosettes will be awarded to all dogs who place or are awarded a C.M. 
 
HEADQUARTERS: Will be located at Simson Farm, 2 Firehall Lane, Parkinson Township Ontario. Test 
sites will be well signed from major intersections in the area as well as from headquarters. 
 
THERE WILL NOT BE FOOD AVAILABLE AT THIS TRIAL, THERE ARE RESTAURANTS IN IRON 
BRIDGE.
