August 15,2024, and close at 7:00 p.m. Wednesday August
28, 2024. Draw will follow immediately after closing at
Nanaimo, BC.1'QAce Entries to be submitted on-line
through_www.DogShow.ca . For those who choose not to
enter online, the entry must be sent to Event Secretary at
beallbreedpointerclub@gmail.com. Payment in full must
accompany all entries. Total entries will be limited to the
number of dogs that can be run during daylight hours and a
wait list will be established as tests fill.

COURSES & BIRDS: The test will be run on a single course.
Depending on course conditions, the Field Test Committee may
adjust the course, including the addition of a bird field, to suit.
All dogs with bird work will be shot over with blank cartridges
on game contact. Released birds will be chukar. Any dog
encountering native game birds on the course must point, a shot
must be fired and will be judged according to their test level.
Dogs will be run individually for FDJ and FD tests and braced
for FDA & FDX. All tests are walking tests (foot-handled) only.

IMPORTANT CKC Info- TCN Number: A Temporary
Competition Number (TCN) has been established by The
Canadian Kennel Club and MUST ACCOMPANY the entry
of'a dog for which a Canadian Kennel Club individual
registration number or Event Registration Number (ERN) is
not shown on the entry form. An additional fee of $10.50
(incl GST) per dog per event entered during the field test is
required in addition to the entry fee(s). Exhibitors should be
aware that the CKC will not award a title on any dog until it
is registered individually in their records. Please visit
www.CKC.ca to obtain a TCN.

GENERAL INFORMATION:
e All participants must abide by the direction of the Event
Chair while at the event.
e The BCABPC wishes to remind all participants and
spectators that there will be no exercising or training of any
dogs on the grounds before, during or after the test without
the permission of the Field Test Chairman and Field Test
Secretary.
e The BCABPC reserves the right to limit entries to the
available daylight hours and, if necessary, to
rearrange the running order.
e Day of test entries will be accepted if the schedule
allows. Such entries must be presented to the Test
Secretary no later than 1 hour before the scheduled start
time for the test along with a $20 additional fee.
e The duty of having a dog ready in place when required
for judging rests solely with its handler or owner. If a dog
is not present at the place where it is to start within 5
minutes after it is called for by the judges to run, it must
be disqualified. The judges are responsible for keeping the
time.
e No dog shall be picked up during a test except with
permission from the judge.
o All participants must be familiar with the CKC Rules
and also the rules and provisions of this Premium List.
CKC Field & Water Dog Tests Rules & Regulations for
Pointing Breeds (Effective January 1, 2023) are available
from the CKC or online at the CKC website.

e Chewing or eating a bird at any time during a Test will
result in automatic failure at any Field Dog Test level.

e Bitches in season may run at the end of the day.

Entrants with a bitch in season must notify the Test
Secretary prior to the start of the Test they are entered in,
that their bitch is in season.

e Collaring is permitted only as allowed with the
permission of the judge as in the CKC Field Dog &

Water Tests Rules & Regulations for Pointing Breeds (Ef
ective January 1, 2023).

e Tracking Collars: Approved electronic collars that are
designed for tracking only may be used. Any questions
regarding their use should be referred to the Field Test
Chairman. Collars must be approved by the judges before a
dog commences running a test.

® GALLERY (audience) viewing is at the discretion of the
judge. The gallery must remain quiet and 50 feet behind
the Judges and Handlers and must not interfere with the
Judges and Handlers or dog(s).
e The BCABPC is committed to providing an environment
free of discrimination and harassment, where all
individuals are treated with respect. Members and
participants are expected to be respectful at all times.
Harassment, discrimination, physical and verbal assault by
anyone will not be tolerated, condoned, or ignored within
our membership or at any event sponsored or hosted by the
BCABPC. Any such claims will be reviewed by the Board.
If a claim of harassment or discrimination is determined,
disciplinary measures will be applied, up to and including
termination of membership, or suspension from
participation in future events for a length of time as
determined by the Board.
