The Grand Champion Excellent Record Sheet Form is located on the CKC website. 15.3.2 To earn the
title a dog must have earned the following during their career as a Special: (a) one (1) Best in Show or a
Best of Breed at a breed national specialty (where a minimum of 10 dogs have competed) (b) three (3)
Group 1st, or three (3) breed specialty best of breed wins. (c) a CKC performance title from any CKC
Event. Titles excluded are: CGN, Herding Novice Tested Certificate, all Instinct titles from all events, as
well as all Sprinter titles and all Chase Ability Program titles

15.3.3 Best in Show, Best of Breed at a National Specialty, 3 Group wins, or 3 Specialty Best of Breed
wins, must be attained after the completion of a regular championship. The performance title may be
attained at any time in the dog’s career.

1. Exhibitors are required to complete the Grand Champion Excellent Record Sheet form located on the
CKC website and forward to CKC upon completion of requirements above.

2. Grandfathering of the previous version of the Grand Champion Excellent title will be honoured up until
July 1, 2022
