• Scent Detection Levels Offered 
Instinct, Novice (Containers, Interior and Exterior) and Open (Containers, Interior, Exterior). Exhibitors can 
compete in same level components with a maximum of two (2) dogs. 
 
Note: Dogs must have passed all three (3) components at a level before entering the next. (ie. A dog must pass 
Novice Container, Interior and Exterior before entering any component at the Open Level.

• Mixed and unrecognized breeds will be accepted at this trial.  These dogs must have a CCN Canine Companion 
Number) issued by the Canadian Kennel Club in order to participate in these trials.  Link for the Canine

• Bitches in Season 
Bitches in season are not permitted to compete (See CKC Scent Detection Rule 6.5).  We will refund all entry and 
listing fee if a bitch comes into season after closing date, upon presentation of a veterinarian’s certificate.  The 
certificate must be delivered to or reach the Trial Secretary before the trial commences. 
 

• Penalties Issued by the Club 
Dropping food while rewarding is considered contamination.  Contamination of the search area will result in a 
non-qualifying score and any dog that urinates or defecates or vomits within the search area will be excused 
from the competition.  Handlers will be charged for any damage done to equipment by dogs (including urinating 
on terms, excessive scratching or subsequent breaking of any item.) 
 

• Reminder 
That anyone discussing hides before the end of the trial will be excused and asked to leave as per CKC rules. 
Please show consideration for other competitors.
