Due to the anticipated large entry, the club is reserving a portion of the 
building for pre-assigned grooming spaces. Those exhibitors who are 
LISTED as EITHER THE OWNER OR THE HANDLER/AGENT on 6 or 
more dogs, or who are co-ordinating a group of individuals setting up 
together, may request that an area be reserved for them.  Once the 
allotted area has been filled, all further requests will be returned as will 
any requests received after the close of entries. Requests will be 
acknowledged via email after the closing date and prior to the beginning 
of the show. 
 
Please note: Exercise pens may be restricted to 1 pen per 3 entered 
dogs, depending on the size of the entry. 
 
In addition to the pre-assigned areas, there will also be regular first come, 
first served grooming space in which equipment/dogs may be left for the 
duration of the shows.  Ex-pens are permitted in this area. 

There will also be an area that will be set aside for Day of Show grooming 
- this will be first come, first served and all equipment MUST BE 
REMOVED after Best in Show each night. There will be NO exercise 
pens allowed in this area. 
Any equipment left after Best In Show will be removed by the club or one 
of it's delegates.  
 
Grooming areas will be monitored by the club and delegated individuals - 
and exhibitors who do not keep their areas clean, or abuse the space 
allotted may be asked to leave the show.

I (we) acknowledge that I (we), all exhibitors, handlers and patrons, know 
and abide by the “CKC Dog Show Rules”, and that I am (we are) familiar with 
their content. I (we) agree that the Club holding this show has the right to 
refuse this entry for cause, which the Club shall deem to be sufficient. In 
consideration of the acceptance of this entry and of the holding of the Show 
and of the opportunity to have the dog judged and to win prize money, 
ribbons or trophies, I (we) agree to hold the Auld Lang Syne Dog Association 
& Renaissance Dog Association, their members, directors, governors, 
officers, agents, superintendents or show secretary and the owner or lessor 
of the premises and any employees of the aforementioned parties, harmless 
from any claim for loss or injury which may be alleged to have been caused
