Trial  Secretary and Superintendent is in full charge of the Trials.  The show      
precincts shall consist of the agility course and surrounding area, trial building, 
parking lot and camping area. 
 
Food and toys are not permitted in the course area or within 10’ of the ring gates, 
and handlers are not permitted to use whistles, clickers, flexis or other instruments 
or devices within 30’ of the ring. Bitches in season are also NOT permitted any-
where at the trial venue. Dogs must be ON LEASH at all times when outside the 
ring,; everywhere on the trial grounds. PLEASE STOOP TO SCOOP! 
  
Agility ring surface is outdoors on grass. Agility handlers in all classes will be able 
to walk their course, without their dog prior to the start of the class.   
 
Handlers must be ready at the start line when called or risk forfeiting their run. If a 
dog is not at ringside after it has been called 3 times, it will be marked absent.  
Please advise us ASAP if you have a conflict and we will accommodate your 
needs. 
 
Obstacle familiarization will be NOT available. Obstacles shall meet the specifica-
tions in the CKC Agility Rules and Regulations effective January 1, 2017. 
 
To be eligible to compete in the agility trials, a dog must be 18 months of age.  
ALL dogs my be registered or be eligible for registration with the CKC, have an 
ERN or CKC Miscellaneous Certificate or Performance Event Number (PEN) or 
CKC Mixed Breed Number to compete in agility.  Spayed bitches, debarked dogs, 
and neutered males are eligible to participate. 
 
Bitches in season may not compete and may not be anywhere on the grounds. 
When a bitch comes into season after the entry has closed a Veterinarian’s certifi-
cate, certifying the bitch was in season within the 10-day period preceding the trial 
must reach the secretary on or before the start of the trial. A full refund of entry 
fees and listing fees will be given.  However, if a credit card was used the 10% 
processing fee will not be refunded. 
 
Ribbons will be given for 1st through 4th qualifying scores in all Jump Heights in 
Agility trials .  Many other specialty prizes are available; see the Summer Spectac-
ular flyer on page 3 for all details. New Title Rosettes will be available at a cost 
of $7.00.
