SPECIALTY CONFORMATION CLASSES – BOTH SEXES

JUNIOR PUPPY – a dog between 6 months and under 9 months on day of show. 
SENIOR PUPPY – a dog between 9 months and under 12 months on day of show. 
12 – 18 MONTHS – a dog between 12 months and under 18 months on day of show. 
CANADIAN BRED – a dog which is born in Canada. Champions of any country are excluded. 
BRED BY EXHIBITOR – dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder. The handler must be 
the owner/co-owner AND breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The breeder/owner must handle the dog 
in this class, but need not handle the dog for further awards. 
OPEN CLASS – for all dogs. 
VETERANS CLASS (classes split by ages:  (7-10 yrs & 10-13 yrs, 13 yrs+) – for all dogs over seven 
years of age as of the date of the show. These dogs to compete for the regular placements and the 
1st place Dog and Bitch from each age split class will go on to compete for Best of Breed. The winner 
of the Veterans Class will not compete for points but go directly into the Best of Breed competition. 
Dogs entered in this class may be spayed or neutered. 
WORKING - for dogs that have attained a CKC title of Earthdog.  These dogs do not compete for 
Winners, but the fi rst place Male/Female from this class shall go on to compete for Best of Breed.  
Dogs competing in these classes may be spayed or neutered.
SPECIALS ONLY – dogs who are Canadian Champions only. 
AWARD OF MERIT –  At the judge’s discretion, Awards of Merit may be awarded up to one Award 
for every ten dogs competing for Best of Breed. Rosettes will be given for the Awards of Merit which 
will be presented following Best of Breed. 

NON-REGULAR CLASSES

BABY PUPPY CLASS – Dogs 3 months of and under 6 months on the day of the show.  Both male 
and female Baby Puppies will be judged prior to the judging of other offi  cial classes.  Puppies in this 
category may not compete in any offi  cial, unoffi  cial or non-regular classes.
EXHIBITION ONLY – all dogs entered in this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same 
particulars as dogs entered in regular competition. Dogs entered in this class may not compete in 
any Regular class but may enter and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades. 
STUD DOG & GET – Entry comprises the Stud Dog and two only of his Get. Stud Dog must be en-
tered in a Regular class or Exhibition Only. Get must be entered in a Regular class. Stud Dog may be 
neutered. Ownership in this class need not be identical.
BROOD BITCH & PROGENY – Entry comprises the Brood Bitch and two only of her Progeny. Brood 
Bitch must be entered in a Regular class or Exhibition Only. Progeny must be entered in a Regular 
class. Brood Bitch may be spayed. Ownership in this class need not be identical.

Chapter 8, Section 8.9 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations 
has been amended to allow a dog which is individually registered in the 
records of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed the requirements 
for a Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be 
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only”, providing 
the request for a transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in WRITING at 
least one hour prior to the opening of the show, by the owner or handler. 
Every day of a 2 or 3 day show is a separate show. Please note that this 
rule is eff ective up to one hour prior to the opening of the show, NOT 
one hour prior to the judging of the breed.

(Adapted With Permission From The Border Terrier Club Of America Room 
Policy)
Border Terrier Canada (BTC) has adopted the following rules in order 
to insure that its members and their dogs will be welcome at hotels 
in the future:
Any individual attending a Border Terrier Canada (BTC) sanctioned 
event and staying in a hotel, motel, inn or campsite/fairground has 
the responsibility of leaving that room or campsite exactly as found.
This includes picking up after dog(s) on the grounds. Anyone who 
damages a room or campsite/fairground and does not report the 
damage to the hotel/campsite/fairground management, and make 
immediate restitution or arrangements to do so within a period of 
time agreed upon by the management, will be subject to any or all of 
the following actions by the BTC Board of Directors.
1. May be banned from showing at the next BTC sanctioned event(s).
2. May be subject to CKC sanctions.
3. Membership in the BTC may be terminated and may not be allowed 
to be reinstated.
Damages shall be defi ned as:
1. Flea infestation, urine, defecation and/or any damage to hotel/
campsite/fairground property (walls, bedspreads, carpets, drapes, 
etc.).
2. Any verifi ed complaint by the host hotel/campsite/fairground.
3. Any verifi ed complaint by a BTC member.

BTC Room Regulations:

1. All dogs shall be crated and quiet when left alone in a room. Noisy 
dogs shall be quieted upon request, even if this means the owner/
handler must stay in the room with the dog.
2. Individuals will be expected to immediately report any damage by 
dogs or themselves to the hotel or campsite/fairground management, 
and to assume complete fi nancial responsibility for those damages.

Chapter 15, Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded WINNERS at a conformation 
show shall be credited with a number of championship points (ranging 
from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog 
awarded Winners shall be as provided hereunder.
Section 15.1.2  The schedule to be employed in the determination of 
the number of points to be allocated a dog awarded WINNERS shall be 
as follows:
Dogs competing*  1 2 3 to 5 6 to 9 10 to  12 13 or more
Points allocated 0 1    2  3 4 5      
*includes the dog awarded Winners.
In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is 
disqualifi ed, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge 
shall be included in the calculation for championship points.
To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog 
awarded WINNERS, total all the dogs in competition which the dog 
defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following offi  cial 
breed awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed, or Best of Opposite 
Sex and then consult the schedule set forth above. 
Section 15.1.12   In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion 
and its owner provided with a Championship Certifi cate, the dog must 
have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.

Eff ective Jan. 1/92, all dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and 
enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will no longer 
require a CKC registration number but will require an Event Registration 
Number (ERN).  
The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the fi rst day of 
entering a CKC event.

Waiting for 
dogs will not be possible and handlers with several dogs must arrange 
for alternate handlers if judging times confl ict.

5. SHOW PRECINCTS: The Show precincts shall consist of all areas set out 
for rings, all shelters or facilities set aside for show offi  cials, judges or 
exhibitors and handlers, and an area of 30 feet outside of the judging 
rings. In the event of inclement weather, no provisions have been 
made for cover.
