IF we do not fill
with Urban on Sunday, we MAY be able to run some Field tracks that day (up to maximum allowed exchange
per CKC rules), depending on availability of additional field sites and tracklayers. Exhibitors may enter Field

and Urban tests in the same test (test day) providing the dog meets the prerequisites for the test levels

ELIGIBILITY:
e  Certification is not required to enter a Canadian TD test
e A CKC TDtitle is a prerequisite for entering either a CKC UTD test or TDX test.

e AlListing Fee as established by the CKC must accompany the entry of a dog for which a CKC individual
registration number or Event Registration Number (ERN) is not shown on the entry form.

e  Canadian entrants who are not CKC Members: An annual Non-Member Participation Fee for awards and titles
will be charged for dogs wholly owned by a non-CKC member. This fee is not applicable to CKC members or
dogs co-owned by CKC members. Non-CKC member participants must either purchase a CKC membership or
pay the Non-Member Participation Fee (currently $59.40 + HST) within 30 days of notification, or awards and
titles will be cancelled by the CKC.

ENTRIES, ALTERNATE LIST, and REFUNDS:

e Entries will close once the trial limit has been reached, even if the closing date has not arrived. Additional entries
will be assigned a position on an 'Alternate List' in the order received. The Test Secretary will notify all entrants
of their acceptance into the trial or their position on the Alternate List.

e Each Entry must be in a separate mailing envelope. Multiple entries in one envelope will be rejected.

e If an entered dog is withdrawn after the closing date, a refund will be given if the vacancy is accepted by an
Alternate. Alternates will be contacted in Catalogue order and may accept or decline. Remaining Alternates as
of test day are encouraged to attend the draw in case there is a withdrawal or no-show of a confirmed entrant.

e Bitches in season will be permitted to compete, but will be assigned the last track. Please advise the Test

e An entry of a non-titled dog in a given class (level) will be given preference over the entry of a dog already
