THINGS YOU SHOULD KNOW IF THIS IS YOUR FIRST TRIAL:

. You MUST have a valid Dog ID Number from AAC to compete for AAC qualifiers and titles.

. Dogs may enter and run FEO without a number.

. Your dog will need to be measured by a judge Saturday morning.

Saturday between 7:15 a.m.-7:30 a.m. Check in starts at 7:00 a.m. These times may change after
closing.

Reminders to Exhibitors

Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of
AAC rules and regulations, including but not limited to the following:

This event is open to all dogs being at least 18 months of age, purebred or mixed breed,
except bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury or
illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance, or any dogs showing
signs of aggression.

Obstacles shall be chosen from those described in the current edition of the rules and
regulations of the AAC (rules are available online www.aac.ca).

No leads, collars, food, toys or other aids or devices shall be permitted on the course at
any time, including during familiarization and course-walking. It is expressly understood
that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children.

All dogs must be penned, crated or on leash when not in the ring. All dogs must be under
control when exiting the ring. Any dog engaging in aggressive or out of control behavior
upon exit of the ring may be disqualified and / or required to leave the show grounds and
NO REFUND of fees shall be given.

Exhibitors must keep crating and exercise areas clean. Please pick up after yourself and
your dogs. We need to keep this great venue available to us and other dog clubs!

Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create an unnecessary disturbance or
repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may be asked to leave the show
grounds and no refund of fees paid will be made.

If an exhibitor must be asked to leave the show grounds for any reason, they will not be
issued a refund.

There will be no refund after the closing date for dogs that are withdrawn, with the
exception of bitches in season or sick/injured dogs if we are provided with a vet’s
certificate.

COVID RULES:

Masks will be required at all times on the property unless you are more than
6ft away from others outside (ie —in your car, playing in the field, walking
your dog, etc). Social distancing must be maintained to the best of our
ability and if we cannot (ie - walking the course) we must be wearing

masks. There will be no licking of surfaces at any time on the trial site.

Masks will not be required while running your dog, but after you run we ask
that you re-mask as quickly as possible.

Please send entries and payment electronically if at all possible, to limit
physical contact with cheques or cash.

Ring crew and course builders will have the choice to work in gloves (we can
provide) or wash/sanitize their hands immediately after helping. We will
have hand sanitizer available throughout the building.

Do NOT attend if you are sick, full refunds will be given for withdrawal due
toillness.

Vaccine passports will be mandatory to attend this trial, unless the PHO has
removed that requirement for participation in activities.
