A continuous loop will be used for the Puppy, Veteran and Single stakes.

CONDITIONS AND INFORMATION:

Saturday lunch will be a TURKEY DINNER POTLUCK! Sunday lunch will be local artisan Pizza from
Nitza’s Pizza (meat or vegetarian)

Rolling inspection — check in for inspection as you arrive, with your dog(s). Inspection ends ’2 hour after
entries close each day (roll call). It is your responsibility to take your dog for inspection prior to roll call.
Lure Coursing is a strenuous athletic pursuit that requires your dog to be in excellent condition.
Your dog relies on you to ensure this.

All hounds will be run in trios or braces, twice, unless excused, dismissed or disqualified.

Hounds not present at roll call will be scratched, and their entry fee will NOT be refunded. No
exceptions will be made.

All handlers MUST use a slip lead when releasing their hounds.

Hounds may wear muzzles and/or catch collars at the owner/agent's discretion.

Bitches in season and lame hounds will be excused and will have their entry fee returned if notice is
given to the secretary prior to roll call.

The Chair may excuse any hound from competition for any reason deemed justifiable.

A $10.00 fine, payable to ALCA, will be levied for any hound loose on the field at any time between
Roll Call and the completion of Best in Field.

There is limited shade and no water available, so please come PREPARED.
