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Bitches in season: Bitches in season will be permitted to compete but will be assigned the last track. All dogs 
must be always kept on leash and under control.

Non-Member Participation Fee: A non-member participation fee will be charged to a resident of Canada who 
is a non-member of the CKC.

For the title to be awarded, the 
non-member will have a choice to either become a CKC member or pay the non-member participation fee. 
Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will result in the title being withheld and the dog cannot be 
moved up to the next level. The fee applies only to dogs wholly owned by non-member residents of Canada 
and is not applicable to CKC members.

Due to 
consistently fluctuating currency rates, discounted cheques will not be accepted. Personal cheques will be 
accepted however, they are to be payable in Canadian funds. If you send a cheque in U.S. funds, it must be 
made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the exhibitor. Please do not 
mark cheques "Payable in Canadian Funds" or "At Par".
