Am/Can BISS CH. Krystalyn Windswept was WB/BW at the ’89 ASSA National and in ’98, BOS 
from the Veteran’s class!  Her granddaughter, CC BISS CH. Krystalyn Reminiscing II was BOB at 
the ’08 ASSA National!! The strength of any breeding program is what you can achieve through the 
generations.  In 2008, I was granted regular status to judge Shetland Sheepdogs and in 2016, I 
added Collies.
