The Non-Member Participation Fee applies to dogs wholly owned by a resident of
Canada who is not a member of the CKC; it is not applicable to CKC members or dogs
co-owned with a CKC member. In order for the title to be awarded, the non-member will
have a choice to either become a CKC member or pay the Non-Member Participation
Fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will result in the title being withheld
and the dog cannot be moved up to the next level. (For a Membership application,
please go to www.ckc.ca under CKC Services and Forms On-Line). The Non-Member
Participation Feeis fee paid in the calendar year (January —December) in which the dog
achieved its title and/or titles.
