Effective January 1, 2011, the CKC hasinstituted an annual Non-Member
Participation Fee for awards and titles for a CANADIAN non-member of the CKC.
These fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by a non-CKC member and are not
applicable to CKC members. Non-CKC member participants must either purchase a

CKC membership or pay the non-member participation fee within 30 days of
notification or the CKC will cancel any awards and titles. More information, and
application forms can be downloaded from the CKC website:  http://www.ckc.ca.

Each dog may only be entered in ONE of the Junior Hunt, Senior Hunt or Master
Hunt test(s) each day.

Bitchesin season MAY NOT competein the test(s). Entry and listing fees paid for
any dog withdrawn because of a bitch in season, injury, illness or death shall be
refunded in full. An appropriate veterinary certificate must be given to the Test
Secretary BEFORE the start of the test(s) to qualify for arefund.

Catalogue order will be determined by draw on June 30", 2017. Thiswill bethe
running order unless prior arrangements are made with the Field Marshall.

Ducks will be used for both land and water marks.
All qualifying dogs will be awarded a CKC Rosette.

Electronic collars (either dummy or alive) aswell as prong or pinch type collars shall
not be worn by a dog on the grounds of aHunt Test at any time during the event
with the exception of those collars designed to curtail barking which may be
worn by a dog while kenneled.

There will be adesignated area (land and water) available for airing your dog(s) on
the test grounds. Contact the Field Marshall upon arrival at the test site to confirm
location of both prior to airing your dog(s).
