About UKI Agility

Speed Stakes Titling Program
SS Beginners: For dogs that are not eligible for SS Novice, SS
Senior and SS Champion levels in the Speed Stakes Program.

SS Novice: For dogs that have gained a minimum of 12 points in
the SS Beginners classes.

SS Senior: For dogs that have gained a minimum of 20 points in
the SS Novice classes.

SS Champion:  For dogs that have gained a minimum of 36
points in the SS Senior classes.

International Titling Program
Beginners: For dogs that are not eligible for Novice, Senior
and Champion levels in the International Program

Novice: For dogs that have gained a minimum of 12 points,
where 8 of those points must be obtained in agility classes

Senior: For dogs that have gained a minimum of 20 points in
the Novice classes, where 12 of those points must be
obtained in agility classes, 4 from jumping, and 4 from games.

Champion: For dogs that have gained a minimum of 36
points, where 12 of those points must be obtained in agility
classes, 12 from jumping, and 12 from games.

Masters Series Tournament Rules 2015
The aim of the Masters is to encourage more competitive running in UKI classes and improve the overall standard of top level agility. The Masters
has been created for dogs and competitors whose goal is to compete at both National and International level.

Entry open to ALL dogs.
Separate competition for each jump height.

The Masters is considered one class made up of 2 rounds: an Agility and Jumping round with results combined.

Running order for Agility will be in reverse order of Jumping results.
Cumulative scoring; dog with the lowest score wins. Faults converted into seconds (5 faults = 5 seconds) and time faults

treated the same as course faults but converted on a 1:1 ratio.

Winners in each height of the Agility round and the Jumping round qualify for the Masters Series Final.

If 1-5 dogs are entered in a jump height 15t & 2n place from the combined scores of Agility and Jumping rounds qualify for the
Masters Series Final. If 5 — 10 dogs are entered in a jump height 15t - 3 will qualify, above 10; 1st — 4 will qualify.

Prize money to be paid out to at each heat for the combined winners per the prize fund below.

In the event of a tie for the combined results, the result from the Agility round will be the deciding factor. If there is still a tie, the
dogs will compete in a run-off on the 2" rounds course.

Eliminations will result in 100 faults with a 60-second course time.

e Dogs that score 320 cumulative and over will not be placed nor awarded prize money.
A no-show in either class will result in a disqualification from the class (this means that both classes will have no score) and
therefore will not be eligible prizes and awards or eligibility to qualify for the Final.

UKI Masters Series Final: Individual Winners of the Masters Series Agility & Jumping classes. Overall results from the combined classes will qualify
if 1-5 dogs are entered in a jump height 1st & 2 place from the combined scores. If 5 — 10 dogs are entered in a jump height 1st - 3rd will qualify,
above 10; 1st— 4t will qualify for the Final to be held at the Canadian Nationals. If you do not qualify at a local Masters Heat, there will be a last
chance heat at the Canadian Nationals 2014. Finalists will only be allowed to run in the height they qualified at. The Final must be run by the same
dog and handler team that qualified. Qualification must occur in Canada only.

UKI Canadian Open Bye qualification for Rd 2: Two Agility clear rounds & One Jumping clear round (no faults or time faults,) from current level
(not available for Nursery) competing at in Canadian Agility UKI classes (includes Masters Series Classes) between September 5, 2014 to June 31
2015. These scores must be in the jump height you will run at the Canadian Nationals. If you do not receive a bye into Rd 2, you may still enter Rd1
without prequalification. Byes will only be allowed to run in the height they received their clear rounds at. This event must be run by the same dog
and handler team that received the clear rounds. Clears must be obtained in Canada.

WAQO tryout: To tryout for the 2016 WAO team, you must run at the WAO height you will be trying out for in the Masters Heats to qualify for the
Masters Final and in UKI Agility classes to bye into Rd 2 of the UKI Canadian Open, both events held at the UKI Canadian Nationals.

Games Challenge

Games Challenge consists of two rounds; a snooker and a gamble round. The winner of each round is the dog with the most points.
Scoring: The dog with the most points will be deemed the winner with time used as a tie break in all aspects of the Games Challenge.

Agility Biathlon

Agility Biathlon is scored cumulatively. With least faults winning and time as tie breaker only, in all aspects of the Biathlon.
Eliminations will result in 100 faults with a 60 second course time. A no show in either run will score 1000 faults with a 60 second
course time. Combined Scores of 320 and more will not be placed.

Speedstakes Challenge

Consists of 2 Speedstakes courses counting towards normal UKI progression. Each round is cumulative and is scored time plus faults.
Eliminations will result in 100 faults with a 60 second course time. A no show in either run will result in disqualification from the
Champ Speed Stakes Challenge event. Combined scores of 200 faults will not be placed.

Agility Rounds 1 & 2

The agility rounds will be scored according to UKI rules. Two qualifying rounds (at any level) plus two qualifying rounds in jumping (at
any level) will earn the dog a bye into the second round of the Canadian Open at UKI Nationals.

Jumping Rounds 1 & 2

The jumping rounds will be scored according to UKI rules. Two qualifying rounds (at any level) plus two qualifying rounds in agility (at
any level) will earn the dog a bye into the second round of the Canadian Open at UKI Nationals.

NOTICE TO COMPETITORS

UK Agility International Rules and Regulations apply to the whole event and all people and dogs must comply with these at all
times. As a competitor it is your responsibility to be aware of the rules and regulations as they stand at the time of the show. This show
will run under the 2" Edition UK Agility International rules.

All dogs and handlers must be registered with UK Agility International in order to compete. UK Agility International’s official rules
& regulations are given free on registration of Handler/Owner to UKI. If you or your dog is not already registered, fill out the UKI
registration form included in this schedule and add the registration fee to your entry fee.

Competitors through submission of entry acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of UK Agility International rules and regulations
including but not limited to the following rules regarding entry:

Dogs under 18 calendar months of age on the day of the Show are not eligible to compete in UK Agility International Trials, with the
exception of dogs over 15 calendar months of age eligible to compete in Nursery Classes & Speed Stakes.

Entries without fees paid in full will be returned. Separate entry forms must be completed by each Competitor and must be signed by
the Competitor or Guardian if the competitor is a minor. Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees. If you use a
recorded delivery service, you must specify No Signature Required.

Refund Policy Entries will not be accepted, changed or altered after the closing date or capping level has been reached except for
the purpose of moving to a higher level. A full refund is available for any membership that is not older than 14 days from the creation of
the account date. A full refund is available before the closing date or capping level is met for any show. There will be no cost if refund
money is to be left in your UK Agility International account. If money is to be returned then the following administration costs will be
incurred. If payment was received by check or money order then a $4 administration fee will be incurred. If payment was received by
credit card a 4% charge of the refund will be assessed, per transaction. If payment was received from a Pay Pal account, a 5% charge
of the refund will be assessed, per transaction. Once a show has been closed and/or capped refunds of any kind for any reason will not
be available. A partial entry may be available for injuries where a veterinarian note is provided. Contact the show management for
details, NOT UKI.

A dog shall be withdrawn from competition without refund if it is: suffering from any infectious or contagious disease, interfering with the
safety of any person or other animal or if it is likely to cause itself damage or suffering if it continues competing.

There will be no refunds for entries withdrawn and neither in the event a dog and/or handler is dismissed from the competition,
regardless of the reason for dismissal providing this was within accordance of UK Agility International rules and regulations.

It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order. Handlers working more than one dog in a class
must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so will result in elimination.

It is expressly understood that Competitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs, children and guests. Any competitor
whose dogs, children, or guests create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior, may at the
discretion of the show management, be asked to remove the offending dogs, children, guests from the event grounds. No refunds of
fees will be made in such a case.

No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

Should a judge be unable to fulfill the appointment to judge, the show management reserves the right to appoint another judge. Should
circumstances so dictate the show manager, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and
the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to UK Agility International. In the event of abandonment of the show through
circumstances beyond our control, the SHOW MANAGEMENT may defray such expenses from the entry fee to cover the cost of the
show preparation. These accounts will then be made public.

All competitors MUST clean up after their dogs at all times. Failure to do so will result in competitors being asked to leave the Show.
Dogs left in hot cars, or dogs appearing to be in distress, will be dealt with as seen fit by the Show Management.

Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry. There will be a $25.00 service charge for returned checks. Payment of entry fees
and service charges shall be made before a competitor may compete. Any unpaid fees or shortfalls to a UK Agility International account
must be paid prior to the start of the event. Any fees not received within 30 days of notice shall be reported to UK Agility International.
UK Agility International will suspend a dog’s/handlers registration until fees are paid in full. If your UK Agility International account owes
money when we process the entries for this show your running orders may be withheld to encourage you to visit the secretaries tent at
the show so that the account balance can be resolved.

All dogs are entered at this show at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken the show management will not accept
responsibility for loss, damage or injury however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.
