Tele-
phone and telegraph entries cannot be accepted. Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their
dogs regardless of how or by whom the entries were made.

3. There is no refund for duplicate cheques. Every effort will be made to find all duplicate entries, howev-
er if the entry has been processed and appears in the official catalogue, no refund will be made.

4. Substitutions or cancellations of any entry after the closing date is prohibited. An error in the class,
date of birth or sex may be amended on the entry form up to one hour before the start of the show. Only
dogs which are already registered in the Canadian Kennel Club Stud Book, or are eligible for such registra-
tion can be entered. The committee reserves the right to refuse any entry subject to CKC Rules.

8.5.8 — In the case of a judge change (substitute or overload) an exhibitor may enter a dog under the replacement judge providing
that the dog is entered in one of the regular classes within the show being held at the same venue by the same club and has been
assigned a competition (armband) number.
