DIRECTIONS

From Toronto or From the East: Exit the HWY 401 westbound to the HWY
410 and go north. Take the extension that connects to HWY 10 north.
Continue until you reach King St. Turn left. Stay on King St. into Terra
Cotta. At the stop sign in Terra Cotta go straight through, staying on King
St. After the bend in the road to the left you are now on Winston Churchill
Blvd. You will cross the bridge over the Credit River and continue up the
hill. Just past the top of hill you will see #12900 on your right. If you reach
the 80 km speed limit sign you have passed our driveway.

ATTENTION FOREIGN EXHIBITORS: Please note that fees are due and payable in Canadian
dollars. Due to consistently fluctuating currency rates, discounted cheques will not be accepted. Personal
cheques will be accepted. If you pay by personal American cheque, it must be made out for the full amount of
the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the exhibitor. Do not write “Payable In Canadian Funds” or “At
Par”. This is not acceptable and will not clear the bank. To simplify the process, we urge you to buy bank drafts
or money orders payable in Canadian funds.
