4.  That any cause of action, controversy or claim arising out of or related to the attendance at 
the event between the SCOC and myself or as to the construction, interpretation and effect of 
this waiver shall be settled by arbitration in the province of Alberta; and 
 
5.  That the SCOC has the right to refuse this entry for cause, which the SCOC will deem 
sufficient.
