ATTENTION ALL FOREIGN EXHIBITORS

Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will no longer require a CKC
registration number but will require an Event Registration Number (ERN). This ERN
does not register a dog for breedlrgjg(furposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree Act,
but rather enables a foreign-owned dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel
Club.
