*Dogs Competing 1 2 3-5 6-9 10-12 13 and over 
Points Allocated 0 1 2 3 4 5 

 *includes dog awarded winners. 
 
In order for a dog to be issued a CKC Championship Certificate the dog must:  earn at least 10 
Championship points under at least 3 (three) different judges, be individually registered in the 
records of the CKC or  have an Event Registration Number, and have earned at least one 2

The three dogs are shown together (handled separately) to be 
judged on similarity of type (similar to brood bitch and progeny or stud and get).  Dogs may be 
spayed/neutered, and breeder(s)/owner(s) DO NOT have to be identical. 
 
Each of the three dogs entered in the three-generation class  MUST also be entered in one of 
the Specialty classes or Exhibition only.   
 
CASH DISTRIBUTION FOR THREE-GENERATION SWEEPSTAKES: 
The GRCA will retain 15% of the total entry fees for expenses.  The remaining 85% will be 
awarded as follows:

Rules” and that I am (we are) familiar with their content.  I (we) agree that the Golden Retriever Club of 
Alberta has the right to refuse this entry for just cause, which the Club shall deem to be sufficient.  In 
consideration of the acceptance of entries made in these all-breed shows, obedience trials, agility trials or 
any of the associated Specialties, and of the holding of these shows and of the opportunity to have the dog 
judged and to win prize money, ribbons or trophies, I (we) agree to hold the Alberta Kennel Club and 
associated Specialty Clubs, their members, directors, governors, officers, agents, superintendents, or show 
secretaries, and the owner or lessor of the premises and any employees of the aforementioned parties, 
harmless from any claim for loss or injury which may be alleged to have been caused directly or indirectly to 
any person or thing by the act of a dog while in or upon the show premises or grounds or near any entrance 
thereto, and I (we) further agree to hold the aforementioned parties harmless from any claim for loss of a dog 
by disappearance, theft, death or otherwise, and from any claim for damage or injury to the dog, whether 
such loss, disappearance, theft, damage or injury be caused or alleged to be caused by the negligence of 
the Club(s)  or any of the parties aforementioned, or by the negligence of any other person, or any other 
cause or causes. 
 
I (we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify and save the aforementioned parties 
harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason of the liability imposed by law 
upon any of the aforementioned parties because of bodily injuries, including death at any time resulting there 
from, sustained by any person or persons, including myself (ourselves) or on account of damage to property, 
arising out of or in consequence of my (our) participation in these shows and trials, howsoever such injuries, 
death or damage to property may be caused and whether or not the same may have been caused and 
whether or not the same may have alleged to have been caused by negligence of the aforementioned 
parties or any of their employees or agents, or any other person. 
 

 
GENERAL INFORMATION 
1. Dog Show Rulebooks, Obedience Trial and Agility Trial regulations are available from 

the Canadian Kennel Club.  In Canada call toll free 1-8-25-84, in the United States call 
1-416-675-5511. 

2. The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of the show which will be governed by 
CKC rules.  All rules and regulations, as outlined in the Alberta Kennel Club premium 
list, will also apply to this Specialty. 

3. Entries will be acknowledged after entry closing, with receipt, judging schedule and 
exhibitor passes.  If such acknowledgement is not received one week before the show 
date, please contact the Show Secretary. 

4. “It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club 
official, volunteer or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to 
indignities” – CKC rule book. 19.7 

5. Withdrawal of entries prior to closing date and time may be made by telephone but they 
must be followed up in writing to the Show Secretary so as to be received on or before 
the closing date of entries. 

6. The GRCA will not be liable for any loss or injury sustained through the disappearance, 
loss, theft, injury, and or death of dogs entered in this show under any circumstance. 

  
 
Information for US Exhibitors on entering Canada 
 
• To enter Canada from the States, US Citizens must show proof of identity; however as of 
June 1, 2009, to enter back into the United States, all US Citizens age 16 or older must have a 
valid Passport or Approved Secure Travel Document. 
 
• Please be aware that all dogs must have a valid rabies certificate to cross the border. A valid 
rabies vaccination that has been given at least 30 days prior to entry into Canada is required to 
bring a dog into this country. Government regulations require a rabies vaccination certificate be 
provided for each dog. NOTE: Dogs less than three months of age do not require rabies 
vaccination.

Failure 
to comply within 30 days of notification will cause all awards and titles to be 
cancelled. 
c)    "these fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by Canadian resident non-CKC 
members and are not applicable to CKC members"

Services and then Forms On-line. If submitting a Membership Application, please 
ensure that you also complete the Non-Member Participation Fee form so that we 
are aware of the dogs involved. 
 
 
 
 

Attention All Foreign Exhibitors 
Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter 
Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC (Canadian Kennel Club) events will no 
longer require a CKC registration number but will require an ERN - Event 
Registration Number.  This ERN does not register a dog with CKC for breeding 
purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree Act but rather enables a foreign-owned 
dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennel Club.  Each dog must have its own 
number.  To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog's registration 
certificate with certified cheque, money order, VISA or MasterCard number (expiry 
date, cardholder's name and signature).  Provide your complete address for return of 
the ERN to you.
