(Companion Dog Excellent). Only one dog may be entered in this class by any one exhibitor. The dog must be
handled by the owner, co-owner or a member of hisimmediate family. No licensed handler, trainer, nor any person
who has previously handled a dog through its U.D. (Utility Dog) title in Canada or elsewhere shall be allowed to
compete in this class. A dog which as won a comparable degree in any foreign country is not eligible for entry in
this class.

Open B for any purebred dog that has won the title of C.D. in Canada. Dogs in this class may be handled by any
person. More than one dog may be entered by any handler, but each dog must have a separate handler for the “sit”
and “down” exercises. No dog may be entered in both Open A and Open B at any one trial. A dog that has won the
title of C.D.X. must compete in Open B. Dogs that have won the title of U.D. may enter this class. A dog eligible for
entry in the Utility classis aso eligible for entry in the Open B class a the sametrial.

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GENERAL RULES GOVERNING THESE SHOWSAND TRIALS

1. The Club reserves the right to remove any person from the show. The Show Superintendent shall have full
control of the above shows and trials, which will be governed by CKC rules.

2. Any dog excused by the Show Superintendent or the Show Veterinarian

for any reason shall not, after being excused, compete in any class for any award for the balance of the show.

3. The show committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be
responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident, or other misfortune, to either dogs, exhibitors or
patrons.

4. A Judge or any person participating in any capacity at a Dog Show held under CKC Rules shal not be subjected
to any indignity of any kind during the progress of the show and it shall be the duty and obligation of the Club
holding the show to see that this rule is effectively carried out. The Show Superintendent shall promptly report to
the CKC any infringement of the rules, and the Discipline Committee shall have the power to take such action as it
deemsfit on receipt of areport indicating that this rule has been violated.

5. Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct or actions of their animals while they are on the show grounds.

6. Dogs must be on the grounds one hour before the judging of the breeds, and may be removed when not required
for further judging.

7. DOGS MUST BE READY FOR JUDGING. The Club will not be responsible for and is not obligated to provide
any service for notifying owners or agents of breed or class judging. No ring shal be held up waiting for exhibitors
or handlers. Exhibitors & Handlers with more than one dog shall have substitute handlers available so the judging
will not be delayed. All start timesare PACIFIC DAYLIGHT TIME.

8. The owner of a dog entered in these shows is entirely responsible for any error in entering his/her dog, regardiess
of how or by whom the entry was made.

9. A dog once disqualified for any reason at a championship show held under these rules cannot again be shown at a
show held under these rules until the dog has been examined by an official committee appointed by the CKC and the
committee finds the dog is free from the condition which prompted the disquaification. Application for
reinstatement must be accompanied by a fee of $50.00 plus GST which shall be forfeited to the CKC if the
examining committee is satisfied that the dog should remain disqualified. All awards earned at a dog show in
violation of thisrule shall be canceled by the CKC and the owner of the dog is subject to disciplinary action.

10. Exhibitorsand handlers will be responsible for their dogs and for their equipment left at the Show Grounds.

11. For the benefit of the health of animals and the pleasure of the exhibitors and spectators we insist upon keeping
our grounds and buildings as clean as possible. Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after their dogs. Please
exercise your dog BEFORE taking it to the Judging ring. Dogs are to be exercised in the designated areas only, not
in the vicinity of the ring areas.

12. No entry fee will be refunded if the Show cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances,
fire, and Act of God, public emergency, act of public enemy, strikes or any other cause beyond the control of the
Club.

13. Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by the Veterinarian or
Judge, or barred from competition by action of the Show Committee.

DIRECTIONS TO WKKC 2012 DOG SHOW

The location of the 2012 Dog Show is Kinnaird Middle School within Castlegar, at the same
location as last year on 14™ Avenue approximately 1km off Highway 3.

From Salmo (Hwy. 3) follow Hwy. 3 signage to Grand Forks. Thiswill take you across the
Columbia River Bridge, then over the overpassin Castlegar. Continue about 1.4km west from
the overpass, and turn LEFT on 14™ Avenue (first road to the left).

From Nelson (Hwy. 3A), just past the Airport/Selkirk College junction take the exit to the right
which will join with Highway 3 from Salmo. Follow the above directions to 14" Avenue.

From Trail (Hwy. 20), travel north past the A& W and follow the signsto Grand Forks, taking
the left exit underneath the overpass west onto Hwy.
