The Draft Dog Test Chair shall promptly report to
the CKC any infringement of this regulation and the Discipline
Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it

deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.

No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of an
event if it:

1. Is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or
other communicable disease.

2. Has recovered from distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough
or other communicable disease with the last 30 days
prior to the event

3. Has been housed within 30 days prior to the event on
premises on which any of the above existed.

Clubs have the right to remove a dog from the event premises
and the exhibitor may face disciplinary action if it is found that
CKC rules have be contravened.

A dog that bites or attempts to bite another dog or a person
may be removed from the event grounds or premises for
the duration of the event by the Draft Dog Test Committee
Chair. Please ensure that your dog is under control at all times.
Please, no flexi-leads on the test grounds, leashes should be no
longer than 6 feet.

a choice to either become a CKC member or pay the non-
member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of
notification will result in the title being withheld and the dog
cannot be moved up to the next level.

To comply with instructions issued by the Canadian Kennel Club,
we will be unable to accept any entry reaching the Test Secretary
after the official closing date as published in the premium list or after
the maximum number of entries has been received.

No Entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the
Entry form is shown thereon. Incomplete entries will be returned.

No Entry will be accepted unless accompanied by the entry fee.

Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs
regardless of how or by whom the entries were made. Cancellations
of any entry after the closing day are non-refundable.

Number (ERN); eligible for registration with the CKC; have a
Performance Event Number (PEN); or a Canine
Companion Number (CCD). Entries in the Draft
Dog Excellent Test must have a CKC Draft Dog
(DD) Title. Entries in the Brace Draft Dog Excellent
Test must have a CKC Brace Draft Dog Title. The
Judges must excuse a dog at any time during a test
for lack of physical capacity.

Entry Limit:

Entries:

There is a limit of a combination of 10 Draft Dogs/10
Brace Draft Dogs and 5 Draft Dog Excellent/5
Brace Draft Dog Excellent entries which will be
accepted on a first come, first served basis.

Entries must be complete, signed & submitted to
the Entry Line. The order of competing shall be the
order that entries are received except those dogs
handled by the same person will be separated
when possible.
