Chapter 15, Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation
show shall be credited with a number of championship points (ranging
from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points credited to a dog
awarded Winners shall be as provided hereunder.

Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of
the number of points to be allocated a dog awarded WINNERS shall be
as follows:

Dogs competing* 1 2 3to5 6to9 10to 12 13 or more
Points allocated 0 1 2 3 4 5
*includes the dog awarded Winners.

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is
disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge
SHALL NOT be included in the calculation for championship points.

To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog
awarded Winners, total all the dogs in competition which the dog de-
feated, directly orindirectly, for the highest of the following official breed
awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed, or Best of Opposite Sex
and then consult the schedule set forth above.

Section 15.1.8 A Dog awarded Winners which also places in the regular
Group competition shall be credited with the following additional points,
provided that a dog was defeated at the group level, save that no more

than five (5) points will be credited to a dog for a single show.

Section 15.1.11 A class dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed Cham-
pionship show will be credited with five points inclusive of any points
earned at the breed or group level.

Section 15.1.12. In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion
and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, the dog must
have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.

The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the
Conformation Show Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.
Chapter4-Section4.7.3 of the Conformation Show Rulesand Regulations
states: A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be
subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It
shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that
this rule is effectively carried out.

Chapter 8, Section 8.9 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations
has been amended to allow a dog which is individually registered in the
records of the Canadian Kennel Club,and has completed the requirements
fora Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only," providing
therequestforatransferis submitted to the Show SecretaryinWRITING at
leastone hour priortothejudging of your breed by the ownerorhandler.

When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the
same day, in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to
Specials Only must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the
breed judging scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being
moved up to Specials Only.

Chapter 15, Section 15.2.1 The title of Grand Champion may only be
earned after the completion of the CKC conformation championship.
Section 15.2.3 To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog must attain
aminimum of 20 points, which must include a minimum of two (2) wins
of at least two (2) points each. Points may be gained at breed, group or
Best in Show/Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a single
show are carried forward.

In order to obtain a Grand Champion title, a dog must obtain at least
two (2) points after 12 months of age.

Points towards the Grand Champion title, at breed level, are awarded
to the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch.

Section15.3.5 The title of Grand Champion Excellent shall not be
awarded retroactively. However, dogs that have been awarded the
Grand Champion title prior to January 1, 2013, will be awarded the
Grand Cham- pion Excellent title on application to the CKC.

Section 15.3.6 Additional Requirements: To attain a Grand Champion
Excellent title, a dog must have been awarded a CKC performance title
from any CKC event. A CGN, Herding Tested certificate or Chase Ability
Program title are not considered performance titles for the awarding
of this title.

Born in New Zealand, going to England in his late teens, Mr. Michael Hill has spent a lifetime in the
world of dogs, starting with Shetland Sheepdogs owned by his parents, graduating to showing
his first Pekingese, nearly sixty years ago. Over the years, Mr. Hill has owned the top Pekingese
sire of all time, top toy dog also top winning bitch of the year in both the US and the UK.

Beginning his judging career in Canada in 1981, Mr. Hill obtained all breed status in 1994. He has
judged all breed, group and breed club specialties in Canada, the USA and the United Kingdom,
along with Argentina, Australia, Chile, Denmark, Columbia, Japan, Lithuania, Mexico, New
Zealand, Poland and Venezuela. Chows were part of his judging assignment in many of these
countries.

Mr. Hill has enjoyed the honour of being invited to judge at a number of specialty events including
the Pekingese Club of America National Specialty twice, the first Purina National Show in Canada,
the inaugural Show for the Working Dog Club in New South Wales, Australia.

We look forward to having Mr. Hill adjudicate our Chow Chows on May 2, 2020 in conjunction with
the Seaway All Breed shows in Thorold, Ontario.

MEET OUR JUDGES

Mr. Ekarat Sangkunakup

Mr. Ekarat Sangkunakup of Thailand, began his involvement with American show dogs in 1982.
Perhaps being best known in the United States for his top winning Chow Chows and Dobermans,
he has also had top winning English Pointers, Shih Tzu, Pomeranians, Smooth Fox Terriers,
American Cockers, and Golden Retrievers.

The dogs are proudly exhibited under the United prefix, garnering numerous Championships
across the world.

The United Chow Chows were the first Thai bred dogs to be shown competitively in the US, and
to this day, remain the premier representative of Thailand for their excellent quality, not only in
America, but abroad.

Chow Chows bred or owned by Mr. Sangkunakup have amassed over 300 All-Breed Best in Shows,
along with over 500 All-Breed Best Baby in Shows worldwide. In addition, over 200 Best in Shows
with other breeds owned and shown over the last twenty years.

United Kennels has had more than twenty different dogs hold the #1 position both in the US
and Thailand. United Chows have ranked #1 Chow Chow in the breed more than twenty times
in Thailand, and have been extremely successful in the United States and across Asia having
become the #1 Chow in various countries.

Mr. Sangkunakup is recognized throughout the world for his in-depth knowledge of canine
structure and breed type. At the core of his philosophy as a breeder/judge, is the belief that the
preservation of the breed standard and type, ultimately depends upon the collaboration and
education of dog breeders worldwide. Breeding and judging according to the Chow (or any
breed) standard is of the utmost importance in order to maintain the integrity of this historic and
beloved breed, promoting continuous education for the purpose of the Preservation Breeder.

Mr. Sangkunakup is the first South East Asian Judge to have judged Nationals in many countries
including in the United States and Canada. He is also the first Thai Judge to have judged at the
World Dog Show.

Mr Sangkunakup is licensed as an All Breed Judge as follows: Award Challenge Certificates
and CACIBS at CC/CACIB at all breed Champion Show levels by The Kennel Club Association of
Thailand and FCl International Dog Shows, everywhere dogs are exhibited.

As an all breed judge, he has been judging around the world including in the U.S.A, Canada ,
South America, Russia, Scandinavian, Australia, New Zealand, Asia as well as his native Thailand .
While actively pursuing his judging career domestically and abroad, he continues to campaign
his outstanding Thai bred dogs in the United States.

Mark Berryman has been an owner, breeder and handler of champion Bulldogs since 1991 and
has bred under both the Topbrass and Bredt's prefix during this time. | consider myself extremely

ALL SPECIALTY CONFORMATION CLASSES - BOTH SEXES

OFFICIAL CLASSES (ALL SPECIALTIES)

Junior Puppy - a dog between 6 months and under 9 months on day of show.

Senior Puppy - a dog between 9 months and under 12 months on day of show.

12 - 18 Months - a dog between 12 months and under 15 months on day of show.

12 - 15 Months - a dog between 12 months and under 15 months on day of show.

15 - 18 Months - a dog between 15 months and under 18 months on day of show.

Canadian Bred - a dog which is born in Canada. Champions of any country are excluded.

Bred By Exhibitor — dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder. The handler must be the
owner/co-owner and breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The breeder/owner must handle the dog in
this class, but need not handle the dog for further awards.

Open Class - for all dogs.

Veterans - for all dogs over seven years of age as of the date of the show. These dogs to compete
for the regular placements and the 1st place Dog and Bitch will go on to compete for Best of Breed.
The winner of the Veterans Class will not compete for points but go directly into the Best of Breed
competition. Dogs entered in this class may be spayed or neutered.

Specials Only - dogs who are Canadian Champions only.

Award of Merit — At the judge’s discretion, Awards of Merit may be awarded up to one Award for
every ten dogs competing for Best of Breed. Rosettes will be given for the Awards of Merit which
will be presented following Best of Breed.

SEXUALLY ALTERED CLASSES
Limited to dogs and bitches over 6 months of age which have been sexually altered by
veterinarian procedure.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES

Baby Puppy - a dog between 3 months and under 6 months on day of show. Baby Puppies do not
compete for points.

Exhibition Only -alldogs enteredin this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars
as dogs entered in regular competition. Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any Regular
class but may enter and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades.

Brace - Two dogs of same breed (not necessarily of the same sex) and must be handled by one
person on one lead. Dogs may be spayed or neutered.

Stud Dog & Get - Entry comprises the Stud Dog and two or more of his Get, ownership in this class
need not be identical. Stud Dog may be neutered.

Brood Bitch & Progeny - Entry comprises the Brood Bitch and two or more of her Progeny, ownership
in this class need not be identical. Brood Bitch may be spayed.

Each entrant for Brace, Stud Dog, or Brood Bitch must be entered in one of the Official Classes in the
Specialty or Exhibition Only. All Get and Progeny must be entered in an Official Class.

UNOFFICIAL CLASSES

Thefollowing Unofficial Classes will be offered and willnot be divided by sex. Alldogs must be entered
in the Regular official classes, or for Exhibition Only, in order to compete in the following Unofficial
classes. Baby Puppies (3-6 months) may not enter these Unofficial Classes.

Head Class - Judging is ONLY on Head. Dogs may be spayed or neutered.
Gait Class - Judging is ONLY on Gait. Dogs may be spayed or neutered.
