When a bitch comes into season after entry of the bitch has been submitted to the
test secretary, a veterinarian’s certificate, certifying that the bitch was in season
within the 10 day period preceding the test must reach the secretary on or before the
date of the test. The test-giving club must refund the entry fee, service charge and
listing fee.

ATTENTION FOREIGN EXHIBITORS: Please note that fees are due and
payable in Canadian dollars. If you pay by personal American cheque, it must be
made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the
exhibitor.

Border Crossing: A valid rabies certificate is required to bring a dog into Canada
and it must be dated at least 30 days prior to entry into Canada.
